The article considers the main specifics of the foreign trade of Kaliningrad
region. It is stated that the existing foreign trade deficit reflects the current
import substituting specialization of the region in Russia and can not be un-
ambiguously evaluated as the weak point.

The Perspectives of the Kaliningrad Oblast
as Enclave within the EU

The article considers the issues of Kaliningrad region development in the
context of the EU enlargement and formation of the new phase of the Rus-
sia-EU cooperation. The characteristics of the specifics of the socio-economic
development of Kaliningrad region as the Special Economic Zone are pro-
vided. The article touches upon the issues of the regional development con-
nected with the forthcoming entrance of Russia into the WTO. The emphasis is
made on the perspectives of the implementation of the Strategy of Kaliningrad
region development as the region of cooperation between Russia and European
Union.

Opinions in Russia about the EU Enlargement

The Russia — EU relations are very important for the Russian
economy. Russia’s trade with the EU makes up 48 % of all-Russia’s

foreign trade: 15 % with the old member-states and 12 % with
10 new members.

The main direction in the current development of relationships be-
tween the RF and the EU is the implementation of the concept of the
common European economic space. This concept arises from the
Partnership and Cooperation Agreement (of 1994) and was officially
stated in May 2001. This does not imply a full-scale integration, but the
policy of rapprochement, i.e. the implementing in Russia the system of
technical control, harmonized with the European one, and parts of the
EU legislation in the financial sphere.

The new EU enlargement is considered as unclear in Russia in
terms of its influence on the development of the Russian economy.
Many experts suppose that the trade and economic relations between
Russia and the new member states of the EU become more compli-
cated. There was the similar situation earlier. The Russia’s losses as
the result of Finland’s joining to the EU in 1995 amounted to
350 million US dollars a year. The losses caused by the new EU
enlargement in 2004 are estimated to be approximately the same —
350 — 400 million US dollars a year.

But maybe Russia in this situation will try to compensate these
losses by redirecting its foreign trade to other, non-EU markets?
Taking into account this possibility, the EU could compensate Rus-
sia’s losses, how it was done in 2000, when the negative conse-
quences of the EU enlargement for Russia were to be compensated
by the reduction of the customs tariffs.

The other group of experts (especially those expecting the de-
velopment of the integration process between Russia and the EU)
believe that the territorial neighborhood of the enlarged EU towards
Russia should become an important factor promoting the intensified
co-operation.

We realize that Russian population is 3 times less than the popula-
tion of the European Union and the GRP of Russian Federation is
10 times less the one in the EU. The EU trade with Russia makes up
only 1 % of total volume of the EU foreign trade. But Russia has very
extensive resources of raw materials. In the EU-15, Russia accounted
for 41 % of its import of gas and 21 % of oil import. These figures are
more impressive for the enlarged EU. The present day and possible
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future economic growth in Russia will bring new opportunities for in-
creasing the volumes of export from the EU-countries to Russia.

Our position is that the EU enlargement is an objective process,
which does not depend on Russian Federation. Thus we should not
count losses and benefits, but we should adjust to the new situation.
In principle, the EU enlargement can open new opportunities for
Russia. Thereby the experience of relations established with some
Eastern European countries (for example, Poland and Lithuania)
could be successfully used in developing the relations with «old»
members of the EU. On the other hand, these are the new opportu-
nities for the EU as soon as the capacity of the Russian market (as we
hope) will continue to increase. Thus the closer neighborhood of
Russia should allow for receiving the additional benefits for the
business community of the EU member states in comparison to their
competitors from other regions of the world.

The development of the Kaliningrad oblast enclave strongly de-
pends on the Russia — EU relations. And the oblast could show us the
success or failure of the development of these relations.

The introduction of the EU norms, standards and regulations in
Poland and Lithuania will affect the economy and social sphere of
the region. For instance, the introduction of the European safety
regulations and air, railway and road accident prevention systems as
well as the European environmental standards will become a real
ordeal for the region.

Economic Situation in the Kaliningrad oblast

The Kaliningrad oblast is a small Russia’s entity: its territory is
only 15,1 thousand sq km. By 2004 the number of the inhabitants
reached 936 thousand people.

The oblast borders with Lithuania in the north and the east, and
with Poland in the south, 410 km in all. In the west there is a
140-kilometer sea coastline.

The geographical position determines the Strategy of the regional
development. The following SWOT-analysis should be considered in
the development of the Strategy for Kaliningrad oblast (see table 1).

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There are two realistic possibilities'. But the possible self-provision
and self-sufficiency of the regional economy with large subventions of
the federal centre do not mean the development. The development of
the Kaliningrad region could be ensured only by the implementation of
the optimistic Strategy, which is the «region of cooperationy». It is the
Strategy of international co-operation based on the mechanism of the
free economic zone and we’ll discuss its perspectives.

What is it: free (since 1996 it is called Special) economic zone in
the Kaliningrad oblast?”

The mechanism of the Special economic zone (SEZ) is, first of all,
a free customs zone with the exemption of all kinds of payments during
importing and exporting of goods. It is aimed at both stimulation of the
export and import-substituting orientation of production of old enter-
prises and creation of new ones, first of all with foreign capital.

The most important part of SEZ rules is a free customs zone mecha-
nism with the following specific features applicable in the region:

1. The customs duties and other fees at customs clearance are not
levied:

— on goods produced in the SEZ and exported to foreign countries
and to the rest of the customs territory of the Russian Federation (in-
cluding the territory of the Customs Union);

— on the goods imported from foreign countries to be consumed in
the region, or subsequently exported abroad (both after processing of
goods and without it).

2. As regards the goods, first imported and then exported to the rest
of the Russian Federation, they are liable to all import customs duties.

3. The procedure for determining the SEZ origin of goods is estab-
lished by the administration jointly with the State Customs Committee
of the RF. The goods are considered to be produced in the SEZ, if the
added value of their processing or treatment is not less than 30 %, and
for the electronic goods and household appliances the figure is not less

than 15 %. Moreover, the processing is to lead to a considerable change
of the goods code in accordance with the Goods list of foreign eco-
nomic activities of the RF (it should apply to any of the first four signs,
and for certain goods — to the fifth sign). Simple assembling operations,
preparation of goods for selling and transportation are not considered as
corresponding to the criterion of sufficient treatment.

Due to mechanism of free customs zone the role of the oblast in the
Russia’s foreign trade (especially in import), has increased radically
(Figure 1):

But the volume of the industrial and agrarian output in the Kalin-
ingrad oblast has decreased dramatically. The recession was more than
in Russia on average. The volume of the industrial output in Kalinin-
grad oblast in 1998 was only 29 % as compared to the level of 1990, and
the volume of the agricultural production was 46 %. In the Russian Fed-
eration these figures were 46 and 56 % accordingly.

Import-substitution mechanism didn’t work, because other Russian
regions didn’t have any demand for such production.

The situation changed after the financial crisis of 1998.

The overall tendencies of economic growth in Russia became
noticeable in Kaliningrad region as well. Since 2000 the investment
and industrial growth in the Kaliningrad oblast have been higher than
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in the RF on average (tables 2, 3). The situation in transport, construc-
tion, tourism and external trade (figure 2) is also optimistic, while
agriculture seems to be the most problematic branch of the regional
economy. Many problems have been identified in the sphere of social
development.

The main factor of the economic growth after 1998 is the im-
provement of the economic situation in the RF on the whole. In this
situation the SEZ mechanism gives an advantage for the im-
port-substituting production. Non-taxable import of spare parts and
technological equipment has significantly increased. This allowed to
set up a number of import-substituting production plants, including, for
example, about 160 meat-proceeding plants, dozens of furniture enter-
prises, new capacities in the instrument-building and machinery, light
industry, fish-proceeding.
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At present the region’s industry’s ratio of internal consumption,
goods deliveries to other Russian regions and export is, according to
our estimation, 56:25:19.

The goods deliveries to the mainland Russia increased from $424
million in 2000 to $619 million in 2001, and from $759 million in 2002
to 1120 million in 2003. The main items of export in 2002 were cars
(14,1 %), tinned meet (11,4 %), TV-sets (11,4 %), canned fish
(10,5 %), cranes (7,1 %), frozen fish (4,6 %), carpets (4,0 %).

In 2003 the export of goods to foreign countries remained practi-
cally the same ($556 million) as in the middle of the 1990s ($400 — 450
million). In 2002 this included oil (45 %), fish (17 %), cellulose (16 %),
metals (7 %), fertilizers (7 %), engineering products — ships, cranes
(6 %), as well as furs (2 %) and amber.

Due to the development of modern range of goods and implementa-
tion of new technologies, based on the active international connections
and participation of western partners in the capital of many enterprises,
Kaliningrad output enjoys the advantages in the relation price/quality
over the output of many Russian, as well as foreign producers.

The meat industry takes up a considerable share in Kaliningrad
industry now. Its importance is not that great as concerns the total vol-
umes of supplies. The volume of export to the Russian regions does not
exceed 1,5 % of the volume of the Russian import of meat. But the re-
gion’s share in the production of tinned meat in 2002 was 17 % of the
total Russia’s output of tinned meat.

Fishing industry is also partially regarded as an import-substituting
branch, although it could sound rather paradoxically for the region,
where this sector traditionally had been a leading one. Now it is based
not only on the raw materials of Kaliningrad fish-catching enterprises,
but on the imported raw products as well (mainly supplied by former
Russian vessels that are left for the «convenient flag»). In 2002 the re-
gion’s volume of the fish caught was 353 thousand tons (more than
11 % of the total volume of fish caught in the country), and the import
was 87 thousand tons. As for the fish cannery industry, the region’s
position is more sufficient: in 2002 33 % of total Russia’s output of
canned fish was produced here.

In 2003 the region’s enterprises produced 2 % of the all-Russian
output of vodka and distillery products, 24 % of vodka export (2002).
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The production of furniture makes up 5,7 %, and its share is much
higher in the manufacturing of high-priced upholstered furniture (from
imported semi-finished products). About a quarter of all manufactured
furniture goes to the other Russian regions. The production and export
to other regions of synthetic carpet coverings made from imported
semi-finished products are increasing.

The new direction of the regional industrial development is the
establishment of machine works oriented on the Russian market over
the past few years. In 2003 8,4 thousand KIA and BMW cars were
assembled from imported component parts. 836 thousand Erisson,
Thomson, and Shivaki TV sets were produced (36 % of the RF’s output
of TV sets), as well as 240 thousand vacuum cleaners (33 %). Refrig-
erating equipment, videocassettes, cartridges for water filters «BRITA
Euro» are manufactured.

The impact of the zonal regulations on the development of the im-
port-substituting productions (since it promotes the enhancement of the
production profitability) is quite considerable. But if the free import was
the only factor of the import-substitution development in Kaliningrad re-
gion, the quotas then would be a tough restraint in the production. Actually
the meat-processing enterprises many times exceed quotas on the free im-
port of poultry. That is why it is necessary to admit the important role of
the region’s location for the import-substitution development.

It is difficult to assess the balance of losses from customs facilities
and benefits from the induced by these facilities activities of Kalinin-
grad economy for the country on the whole. In any case, imported raw
materials and semi-finished products undergo certain processing in
Kaliningrad region (developing added value of about 3 billion rubles)
before going to the other Russian regions.

The issue of the competitive tariffs of goods to/from Kaliningrad har-
bors to Russia was settled in August 1, 2002, and the regional transport is
now characterized by good parameters of development. As compared to
1999, the processing of goods by the harbors of Kaliningrad had increased
in 2003 in more than 3 times — from 4 to 12,7 million tons.

The SEZ model has promoted a rapid and significant transforma-
tion of the regional economy. As a result, an open-type economy has
begun to take shape, while the foreign economic activity is its basic
mechanism. The abolition of customs duties has drastically increased
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import of spare parts and technological equipment, which, in its turn,
made it possible to set up export-oriented and import-substituting
plants. The oblast has seen the formation of such new trades as the as-
sembly lines for domestic appliances and electronic devices; oil, cabi-
net-making and automobile industries, the latter two ones being both
nationally and internationally competitive. Apart from this, a consider-
able share of small businesses has sprung up and the service industry
has been given a boost.

The Concept of the Kaliningrad Oblast Development

In spit of the present economic growth, the perspectives of the re-
gional development are uncertain. The opinions are quite different. For
example, Irina Cobrinskaja writes:

«Salaries in the Kaliningrad Region have been growing slower than
on average in Russia; the region ranks 47" among the Russian Federa-
tion’s 89 entities in the main economic indicators. Kaliningrad is not a
problem of transit but a problem of living standards: in neighboring
Lithuania they are four times higher»’.

In our opinion, the living standards in the Kaliningrad oblast and
Lithuania are similar. Ivan Samson (Grenoble, France) and Eliseeva
(St.-Petersburg) researched this question and estimated the level of life
in Kaliningrad oblast as 95 % in comparison to Lithuania®.

Moreover, there is an opinion expressed by other experts (Natalia
Smorodinskaja and others), that the customs free regime with the im-
port-substituting production is useless for the real economic growth (it
leads to the increase of the gray economy only) and unprofitable for the
whole Russia.

On the other hand, other authors write about the comparatively
developed market infrastructure and market-oriented mentality of the
population, the progressive branch structure of the economy in the
oblast, the investment and economic growth etc.

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The perspectives of the future regional development are not clear
because the specific features of Kaliningrad region’s development are
determined by an impact of an intricate complex of regional,
all-Russian and international factors.

The regional conditions of development are extremely changeable.
The instability of the application of the Law on the SEZ prevents one
from being optimistic in assessing the situation. The implementation of
the Federal Program «Development of Kaliningrad region for the period
up to 2010» is not complete. Additional risks emerge in connection with
the uncertainty of the external conditions of the regional development.

The factors of the federal level include, first of all, the strategy of
economic development of Russia, the general principles of the regional
policy of the RF and specific activities regarding the region, on the one
hand, and the strategy of activities of the Russian Federation with re-
spect to the European Union, including cooperation with the Baltic
countries members of the EU on the other hand.

The pressing issues of Kaliningrad region’s development are con-
nected with the expected Russia’s accession to WTO. There is the opin-
ion that the OEZ regime could be incompatible with the WTO rules.
Very actual problem is the Russia’s transit of goods and passengers
through Lithuania and Byelorussia.

There are a lot of opinions and conceptions for the Kaliningrad oblast.
For example, there is a well-known concept of the «pilot regiony.

The two groups of experts («Kieler group» and «International ex-
pert group for Kaliningrad») suppose that Russia doesn’t have enough
possibilities to develop Kaliningrad oblast. They propose to organize a
special international financial corporation for the Kaliningrad oblast.
The project has the name «the pilot region of the Russia — EU
co-operationy.

Another group of experts (from Kaliningrad) published the books
about the special status for the oblast. They proposed the autonomy for
the Kaliningrad region (and in fact, finally, an independent Kaliningrad
republic).

All these conception were in discussion in the thirst half of the
1990™, and we supposed that their time is passed now. Unfortunately
we are wrong. The old conceptions are very tough, although they are
disguised as quite new proposals.
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But what about the federal and regional authorities?

In the end of 2003, President Vladimir Putin described the problem
of Kaliningrad oblast as one of the five priorities for a working group,
headed by Igor Shuvalov. This group is drawing up a program for the
regional development. This program is not confirmed now, but there
are proposals for the perfection of SEZ mechanism.

The last variant of the new Law about the Special economic zone
presumes to substitute the mechanism of free customs zone with the tax
privileges. But the process of substituting will be gradual. The enter-
prise could select:

—tax privileges for investor if it invests into the production of
goods more than 10 million Euro during three years;

—or free customs zone privileges (applicable only for enterprises,
not for individual person) for a period of 10 years — before 2014.

Probably this variant will be ratified this year.

The situation with the new program for Kaliningrad is very com-
plicated, because there are many interests around the Kaliningrad
oblast. There are federal, regional and municipal authorities, Russian
(from Kaliningrad, Moscow and other regions of Russia) and foreign
business, very diverse population of the region etc. It is very difficult to
balance all these interests.

Kaliningrad Oblast as a Region of Co-operation
between Russia and EU

The free customs zone as a part of the SEZ mechanism is a priority
of the Regional Strategy.

«The Strategy of the social-economic development of Kalinin-
grad oblast as a region of co-operation for the period until the year of
2010» was ratified on April 19, 2003. Researches from the Kalinin-
grad State University (our working group) played a very important
role in the preparation of this Strategy. The Strategy has been dis-
cussed in business, public and political circles, i.e. the Pub-
lic-Private partnership. The Declaration of strategic partnership on
the realisation of the Strategy has been signed between the Ad-
ministration of Kaliningrad oblast, the Kaliningrad regional Duma,
the Municipality of Kaliningrad and non-government organisations
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(such as the Association of municipalities of the region, Public
Chamber of the Kaliningrad oblast etc.).

The regional development strategy must contain three compulsory
components: regional, federal and international ones.

The regional component is actually the development of market
conditions in the region. Taking into consideration the geographical
proximity of the EU countries with their developed market economies,
this process can develop faster in the region comparing to other Russian
regions. The enclave position of the region allows for drawing up the
new essential elements of the market economy, which can later be
utilised by other Russian regions.

The federal component presupposes that the Kaliningrad region
develops in the interests of the Russian Federation, and its significance
for the RF with respect to foreign relations is considerable. This state-
ment, as well as Kaliningrad's exclave position, demand special atten-
tion from the Russian centre, which might manifest itself in direct
control over the key elements of the regional economy. Realisation of
the federal programme is based now on the SEZ mechanism and the
Federal task program «Development of the Kaliningrad oblast for a
period until 2010» (with the significant federal investments and guaran-
tees for the private investors).

The international aspect of the regional strategy concerns both
sides — Russia and the West — acknowledging a special role of the Ka-
liningrad region in the mutual co-operation and in the intensification of
this co-operation in the interests of both sides. The oblast will become a
Russian contact territory in Europe, a testing ground for the mecha-
nisms of integration and interaction between Russia and the European
Union in the 21st century.

The essence of the Strategy is that the Kaliningrad region could
become a Russian — EU «region of intense co-operation», the place
where new forms of co-operation are tested and from where the positive
experience would spread to the other regions of Russia. In the frame of
the regional development idea it is advisable to sign a special agree-
ment between Russia and the EU considering the Kaliningrad oblast.
The oblast having become the pole of international integration will be a
catalyst of positive changes and will be able to play a more important
role in the all-European (including Russia) co-operation.

Kaliningrad Oblast and Co-operation
in the Baltic Region

The article considers the issues of the development of cross-border coop-
eration between Kaliningrad exclave and the Baltic Sea region countries as an
important instrument for provision of the conditions for sustainable
socio-economic growth of the region. The special emphasis is made on the
need to sigh the separate agreement on Kaliningrad region between Russian
Federation and European Union.

Kaliningrad oblast is a Russian exclave, which is territorially separated
from the mainland Russia (see figure 1). It borders with Poland and
Lithuania, which are the EU member-states since 1st of May, 2004.
Kaliningrad oblast will become more and more an indicator of the
relations between Russia and European Union. Everything in its de-
velopment depends on the strategies adopted by Russia and the EU to-
wards each other. The experience of relations in the Baltic Sea region
shows that the mutually beneficial co-operation is possible. The main
threat, as we suppose, is the insufficient understanding of the strategy
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accomplished by the other part, insufficient knowledge of the situation
and the lack of mutual trust. In this article we will try to examine briefly
the opinions in Russia about the EU enlargement as a factor influencing
the formulation of the strategy for the Kaliningrad region, the possible
variants of such strategy and ratified «strategy of the region of the
co-operation» as an example of the regional initiative to integrate the
oblast (as a part of the RF) into the Baltic economic space.

The cooperation between the EU and Russia does not start from
scratch. In fact, being at first a Free, and then a Special economic zone,
the Kaliningrad region has become a testing ground for economic coop-
eration, where new integration patterns are being experimented on.

The same role is played by the cross-border cooperation. The last
decade has seen a number of significant joint projects put into life in
various spheres, such as environmental protection, energy saving,
education (including conversion training of the military personnel),
healthcare, transport and social issues. The international research pro-
jects on the Kaliningrad region mainly involve transport, telecommu-
nications and energy issues. Another big issue is the development of the
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industrial infrastructure as an indispensable foundation for attracting
investments and, consequently, shaping up specialized regional indus-
tries. These projects are chiefly financed by the EU through Tacis pro-
gram, as well as by Denmark within its ecological projects and Sweden
within its anti-AIDS program.

So, the region has a lot of international contacts. International
co-operation will promote the formation of an effective structure of the
regional economy fitting the significant economic co-operation be-
tween Russia and the EU. But the development of co-operation in the
region is hampered by the lack of the federal and local legislation,
which would regulate the surpassing liberal economic development of
the enclave, the support of the structural reforms in the region, and the
patterns of complex interaction with the European Union. Therefore, in
the frame of the regional development idea it is expedient to prepare
and sign a special Agreement between Russia and the EU considering
the Kaliningrad Region.

The Agreement should be based on the Partnership and Co-ope-
ration Agreement of 1994, the «General Strategy of the European Un-
ion towards Russiay, the «Strategy of the Development of Relations
between the Russian Federation and the European Union for the period
0f 2000 — 2010».

It should be aimed at solving two issues:

o Facilitation of the rapprochement of the RF and the EU through
the development of the new mechanisms of co-operation in the Kalinin-
grad region and multiplication of the positive experience in the rest of
Russia (Kaliningrad oblast as the «pilot region» of co-operation).

e Creation of the conditions for the socio-economic development of
the Kaliningrad region, which became a Russian enclave within the
enlarged EU, and assisting the region's integration as a Russian «van-
guard» in the Baltic Sea Region and the European market.

The Agreement should include a range of arrangements stipulating
the following issues:

— ensuring of free transit of cargo and passengers between the Ka-
liningrad region and the remaining part of Russia via the territories of
the neighboring EU countries by sea, air, and land in both directions
(including the provisions for cargo transit in emergency cases);
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— maintaining (as an exception to the Schengen rules of EU) the
visa-free regime for people from Kaliningrad visiting Poland and
Lithuania;

— simplified procedure for issuing visas for foreigners visiting the
Kaliningrad Region, as well as for issuing the work permits;

— combining fishing quotas and fish catching zones of the new EU
member-states neighboring Kaliningrad region with corresponding
quotas and zones of the EU to avoid the damage to the fishing industry
of the region;

— participation of the Kaliningrad Region in the «Northern Dimen-
sion» and the EU programmes aimed at the regional development,
transfrontier co-operation, environmental protection, health protection,
as well as cultural, educational, and scientific exchange.

Taking into account the above-mentioned economic tools, Kalin-
ingrad experts suggest that the federal and regional legal acts regulating
liberal economic development of the Kaliningrad region should be
elaborated in the nearest future. These legal acts should also regulate
the co-operation between the EU and the Kaliningrad region and fa-
cilitate the ongoing structural reforms in the region. A number of pilot
projects should be launched and implemented in Kaliningrad, particu-
larly ones aimed at developing the new methods of customs and border
control, testing the new schemes of cross-border co-operation, efficient
operation of the transport network and border-crossings points, imple-
menting the projects aimed at the harmonization of the EU and Russian
production standards, institutional reform as well as the projects in the
filed of education and environmental protection.

The countries of the Baltic region' account for 14 % of the territory
and 5 % of the population of the world. They concentrate almost 12 %
of the total national product of all states in the world, which are over

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two hundred. The share of the Baltic Sea region in the world trade is
even larger — almost 15 % of export and 12 % of import. Consequently,
in many respects the state of affairs in the world economy as a whole
depends on condition and development of the economy of the national
states and their activity in the international territorial division of labour.

The Baltic Sea region is one of the main regions of the external eco-
nomic interaction for Russia. It is the region of traditional Russian interests,
and it is extremely important for the economic development of the country.
Therefore the study of its economic geography and regional economy in
many respects is necessary for formulation of the external economic policy
of Russia and for determination of priorities of the national economy de-
velopment of the country as a whole, and in particular of its Baltic regions —
the Northwest economic region and Kaliningrad region.

The knowledge of the countries of the Baltic region is especially
important for the inhabitants of the Kaliningrad oblast surrounded with
the foreign states. Its economic development to greater extent, than the
development of other parts of the country, depends on foreign eco-
nomic relations, and first of all, on the relations with the adjacent Baltic
Sea region countries. Simultaneously, the Kaliningrad oblast can make
an important contribution to the development of the external relations
of Russia as a whole.

The regional strategy of the Kaliningrad oblast provides the following:
«Transfrontier co-operation approved by both the EU and RF, as well as
by other countries in the Baltic Region, is now one of the factors of the
economic integration. The attempts have also been made to transfer from
bilateral to multilateral co-operation in the frame of Euroregions.

Developing co-operation between the Baltic Sea region states plays
an important role in overcoming the existing gap in the level of the
development and in establishing the effective interaction in various
spheres. In order to co-ordinate this co-operation the range of the in-
tergovernmental organisations and programmes has been created (The
Council of the Baltic Sea States and other)» *.

The existing structure of the national economy of the Kaliningrad
oblast is appraised by some foreign experts as more rational than earlier

% The Strategy of the Social and Economic Development of the Kaliningrad Region
as a region of co-operation up to 2010. Kaliningrad, 2003.
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(before 1990s). Comparison of the structure of production of the total
regional product and the structure of employment with the corre-
sponding parameters by the end of the 1980s — beginning 1990s, could
reveal that the role of the nonmaterial sphere (services) has increased in
comparison with the sphere of manufacture of the goods. Indeed, the
share of people occupied in service sector has increased from 48 up to
62 % during the period of 1990 — 2002. The share of services in the
gross regional product composed 56 % in 2002 (including market ser-
vices, which composed almost 40 %). In other words, the Kaliningrad
oblast is more prepared for the international co-operation than most of
the Russia regions.

Co-operation between Russia and the EU also could be stimulated
by deepening of their interaction on the Baltic Sea region arena, while
the Kaliningrad oblast should play an active role in this process. The
well-known project «The Northern Dimension of the EU» is now
transforming into the greater project «The Baltic dimension». The
Baltic dimension project inscribes the Northern countries as well as
Poland, Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia. Germany can also play an active
role. North-West of Russia, including the Kaliningrad oblast, could be
involved in this project too. Russian participation in this project would
allow for more effective integration with the EU (40 % of Russia’s
trade with the EU comes to Baltic countries). Certainly, Russia is in-
terested not only in trade. Other economic aspects of high importance
are the investments, tourism, telecommunications etc. Cooperation
could be very useful in other spheres of the Baltic dimension project,
such as science and education, culture and sport, security and politics.

Kaliningrad oblast is an active member of many organizations for
Baltic Sea region co-operation. The participation in these programs
contributes the development of practical co-operation, contacts adjust-
ment, promotion of different regions and investments attraction. But
unfortunately, funding of co-operation projects by Russia (including
the research projects) is insufficient.

Due to its peculiar location the Russian exclave has to participate in
the integration processes taking place in the Baltic Sea region. There-
fore, the acquisition of the international experience and practical help
obtained through the cooperation with the foreign partners are highly
important for Kaliningrad region development. There are no doubts that
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the partnership of the Kaliningrad region with the Baltic organizations
and projects is useful not only for our exclave region, but for the whole
Russia as well.

There are a lot of projects in the Baltic Sea region, which are in-
teresting for the Kaliningrad oblast. Kaliningrad is involved in many
projects, but often only nominally.

One of the projects that might be of interest is VASAB — 2010 («Vi-
sion and strategies around the Baltic — 2010»), which is based on such
values as development, environmental sustainability, freedom and
solidarity. The document consists of four spatial elements, which could
be studied and implemented for the case of Kaliningrad region as well:

o cities and urban networks, assisting the spatial connections, reduc-
tion of spatial differentiation in living standards, development of effective
measures aimed at environment protection. Urban networks include the
Baltic ring of European cities; a network of the Baltic cities, playing an
important role in the internal Baltic integration; national cities, supple-
menting the European and Baltic cities network; regional cities;

e power system and transport networks, assisting the integration
and spatial connections in the Baltic Sea region and not hampering the
environmental sustainability; provision of service availability and
possibility for work;

o territories, supporting dynamism and the quality of life. These
areas include the border territories as an instrument of international
exchange; tourist territories; coastal zones, demanding special atten-
tion; natural and cultural landscapes of special importance;

e comprehensive spatial planning, contributing the harmonization
and spatial inter boundaries connections, assisting the trade association
coordination of the regional planning measures.

Since 2004 the realization of the project «Seagull-RC» with the
participation of the Kaliningrad oblast has been started (the project is fi-
nanced by the Tacis program). The goal of the project is to include the
Strategy of the Kaliningrad oblast development into the common strat-
egy of the South-eastern part of the Baltic Sea region.

The list of projects of the Baltic countries and regions that are being
actively implemented also includes the following ones:

— «Via-Baltica», «Via-Hanseatica»— the projects of motorways,
development, connecting the countries of the region;
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— «The Baltic gateway» — the project of the network of railways
motorways and ferrilines;

— «The Baltic energy ring» — the project of energy system devel-
opment;

— «Euroregions» — the projects of border regions cooperation de-
velopment (Kaliningrad oblast takes part in the Euroregions «Balticay,
«Nemany, «Sauley);

— programs of the Baltic Sea cities cooperation;

— ecological programs concerning the Baltic Sea basin;

— educational programs («The Eurofaculty», «The Baltic Univer-
sity Programme» — the Kaliningrad state university takes part in these
programs very actively).

There is an interesting proposal by Urpo Kivikari (Finland) about «the
South Baltic growth triangle». This concept proposes to use first of all:

— Investment from Sweden, Denmark, Germany;

— Work force from Poland, Lithuania, Latvia;

— Raw materials from Russia through the Kaliningrad oblast.

— The combination of these three elements could give a significant
effect.

This idea is quite attractive for the Kaliningrad region, because its
territory fits with the project considered for the implementation.

However, the participation of Russia in these programs is insuffi-
cient. For example, the motorway «Via-Balticay, initially financed by
the EU, will not go across the Kaliningrad region as it was planned.
And vice versa, the reconstruction of a motorway «Kaliningrad — State
boarder» (part of the old motorway Berlin — Koenigsberg, the so-called
«Berlinkay») was started some time ago. Nevertheless, even being par-
tially reconstructed, this motorway happen to be «a road to nowherey,
because the Polish partners were not interested in their participation and
the road nowgoes to the Russian-Polish border and stops. Russia is
interested in the construction of the «Via-Hanzeatica» motorway,
which could go across the Kaliningrad region. But again, the work has
been stopped. Some hope is still there, considering our participation in
the activities of the «Saule» Euroregion which is a joint Lithuanian,
Latvian and Danish project.

The Euroregion «Nemany» to some extent shared the same fate.
Initially, it was planned that the Kaliningrad oblast would participate in
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the project from the beginning. However, the involvement of the Rus-
sian part into the Euroregion «Neman» became possible only in
2003 after several years of preparation.

The positive example of cooperation on the level of Euroregions
with participation of the Kaliningrad oblast is the development of the
Euroregion «Baltic», which includes the neighboring areas of Poland,
Sweden, Denmark, Lithuania, Latvia and Kaliningrad region.

Thus, the economic mechanism of the free and later Special Eco-
nomic Zone was initiated by Russia and aimed at enhancing the open-
ness of the economy of the Kaliningrad region. The cross-border co-
operation with Poland and Lithuania has increased, and the region has
being involved in many projects of interregional Baltic cooperation and
in the activities of the Euroregions «Balticy, «Neman» and «Saule»
(although the use of this instrument of cross-border cooperation has to
be intensified). More than 2000 joint ventures and foreign enterprises
have been set up in the region. They are mainly oriented on the Russian
market because there have been no reciprocal moves on the part of the
European Union as concerns the facilitation of the access of Kalinin-
grad goods to the EU markets.

The Baltic Sea region is a region of intense international (including
EU-Russia) co-operation. The region is gradually becoming not only a
geographical concept but also an economic, social and even political
entity. The integration processes in different areas are especially active
in the region, being supported by the federal government, as well as by
the region's administration, business community and non-governmental
organizations. The EU-Russia co-operation in the Baltic Sea region is
currently under development and will certainly expand in the future.

Both the Russian Federation and the European Union, as reflected
in various legal documents, regard the Kaliningrad region as a «pilot»
region of international co-operation. The Strategy of development of
the Kaliningrad region as a region of co-operation presupposes the in-
tensifcation of co-operation between Russia and the EU as a cardinal
measure for overcoming the drawbacks and for utilising the advantages
of its geopolitical location.

The realisation of the outlined strategy in the sphere of co-operation
would enhance the region's economic security, which is by no means
identical to self-provision and self-sufficiency of the regional economy
and consists of:
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o effective specialisation of the national economy and high level of
development of the regional market;

o reliability and inexpensiveness of communications with the
mainland;

o mutually beneficial relations with the neighbouring countries.

The geographic position of the Kaliningrad region is such that it
obviously has to participate in most of the projects, concerning spatial
planning of the Baltic Sea region. However there is a need to bear in
mind the fact that the position of neighboring Baltic countries is such,
that they do not always support participation of the region in such pro-
jects (although recently some positive progress has been projected).
And if Kaliningrad region is not sufficiently active, the projects will be
realized without participation of Kaliningrad region and without con-
sideration of the Russian interests.

The realization of the Law about SEZ in the Kaliningrad oblast and
the Federal task program «The development of the Kaliningrad oblast
for the period until 2010» providing the state financing and support for
the realization of number of the projects in the region, first of all, aimed
at the development of infrastructure, create the conditions for attraction
of foreign and domestic investments to the region. This could signifi-
cantly contribute the realization of the declared thesis about the impor-
tant role the Kaliningrad region could play in bridging the Russian
economy with West-European one. Moreover, the region can become
one of the centers which could ensure the accessibility of the world
market for Russian scientific, labour and resource potential, although
this also requires the intensification of the innovation activity and de-
velopment of the export industries on its basis. Overcoming of the
economic crisis in Russia and beginning of the economic rising are the
important conditions for this and the Kaliningrad oblast is called to be
one of the leaders in this process.

It will be very useful to sign a special agreement between Russia
and the EU «On the Kaliningrad oblast as a pilot region of co-operation
between the Russian Federation and the EU». It is important to involve
both representatives of the federal centre and of the regional authorities
as well as experts from the region to the elaboration of this document.

Kaliningrad Region

as a «Special (Free) Economic Zoney:
Possibilities of Perfection

It is argued in the article that the main three components of the regional
economic policy in Kaliningrad region should be the Federal program, the
Investment Financial Corporation (IFC) and steady and favorable economic
mechanism. However the clearly defined state policy towards Kaliningrad re-
gion is required. The advantages and disadvantages of the Special Economic
Zone mechanism in Kaliningrad region, as well as the possible ways of its
perfection, are discussed from the positions of the game theory.

The situation in Kaliningrad region and around it changes very rapidly.
It is no wonder: Russian exclave on Baltic is on the edge of Russia’s
foreign policy, surrounded by other countries with their various and
inconsistent interests. Direct neighbours of the region — Poland and
Lithuania — enter European Union; Poland is already a member of
NATO, and Lithuania is moving in this direction. At the same time

these countries are interested in foreign economic relations with Russia
as a whole and with Kaliningrad region in particular. Russia supplies
them with fuel and raw materials, they sell to Russia foodstuffs and
consumer goods. Lithuania plays the big role in servicing Russian for-
eign trade through Klaipeda and Kaliningrad region and would like to
maintain and strengthen this role.

At the same time as was affirmed in the «sight from withiny, fed-
eral authorities have not decided with the policy concerning Kalinin-
grad region. Unfortunately, since the year 2000 the situation has not
changed. In fact, document called «the Federal policy towards Kalin-
ingrad region» is still discussed.

«The central authorities have not formulated the preferences con-
cerning the future economic look of the exclave, prior directions of its
specialization ... it is clear that there is no any long-term policy con-
cerning Kaliningrad region and it operates with an operative reaction
method (not to tell «emergency») to our next needs».'

Certainly the Federal target program «Development of the Kalin-
ingrad region till the year 2010» with regional development priorities is
accepted. But the same sort of program operated earlier — the Federal
target program of Special economic zone development in Kaliningrad
region from 1998 to 2005.

Are we able to find 93 billion roubles for realization of the pro-
gram? Federal budget gives only a small bit of the required amount. A
little bit will come from the regional budget and the rest should be re-
ceived from private investors.

According to «Federal target Program of Kaliningrad region de-
velopment till 2010» it was planed in 2002 to realize 53 projects. 27 of
them had to be financed partially by the federal budget. It was expected
to attract 10.9 billion roubles, but the actual amount of investments
constituted 1 billion 761 million roubles. Federal budget funds consti-
tuted 693 million roubles (86.5 % of the annual limit of the budget
investments), regional budget funds — 54 million roubles (20.8 % of the
stipulated amount). Off-budget funds constituted 1 billion 14 million
roubles. This figure is higher than the amount of the budget funds but
still is not enough as it covers only 12.6 % of the provided amount in

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the program. So, federal budget funding was implemented in the better
way in comparison with other funds.

The basic components of the regional strategy are precisely for-
mulated in the book «Region of cooperation». These components
should be simultaneously implemented in a complex work and then the
effect of their influence becomes much bigger than it is now, as sepa-
rate attempts are carried out to spur the economy.

Regional strategy has to take into account the whole situation in
Russia; it has to follow the all-Russian strategy.

What should be the main factors in a regional economic policy in
Kaliningrad region?

First, it should be the Federal program. The federal resources are
rather limited and they are not enough to realize the program to the full
extent. Therefore Investment Financial Corporation (IFC) should op-
erate as the second component.

What is IFC? It is the mechanism necessary for investments at-
traction and their security. While the Russia’s and Kaliningrad’s market
environment is in a state of becoming (in spite of the fact that in
2002 USA and EU recognized Russian Federation as the country with
market economy), the investor requires special guarantees. If inflation
makes as in Russia about 12 %, then long-term credits are problematic.

We will go through the problem of IFC later. Let’s note that there
are authors counting that the foreign investor will never come to Russia
and own one if not limited will take out capital abroad. In particular A.
Parshev's sensational book « Why Russia is not USA» is devoted to this
topic, in which it is explained that as the weather in Russia is cold the
manufacturing costs are higher, than in the countries with warmer cli-
mate. Therefore some profits are lower, so sectors of industry are not
attractive to investors. Therefore Russian government should close
borders for excessive capital export, limit import of the goods and en-
gage in self-maintenance.

We shall not argue but have to note, that besides land, labour and
capital, the structure of any economic system includes also entrepre-
neurial abilities. If there are no entrepreneurial abilities, amber or
diamond industries will be unprofitable. If they exist it is possible to

make money from the air. It is necessary to study carefully an experi-
ence of successful enterprises in other countries to raise efficiency of
production.

Svetlogorsk is situated close to Sopot (Poland) and Palanga (Lithua-
nia). Kaliningrad can borrow a lot of useful experience from them.

Gdansk (Poland), Kaliningrad and Klaipeda (Lithuania) ports are
situated close each to other. It would be very useful for developing
Kaliningrad to adopt their skills is organization of ports’ activity and
protection of environment.

We have distracted from the main topic. What is the third compo-
nent required? It is steady and favorable economic mechanism for the
organization of economic activity. There was always administra-
tive-command system in Russia and the market economy totals only a
ten years history. There are also difficulties in Kaliningrad region con-
cerning becoming free and then special economic zone.

But gradually «zonal» mechanism is being adjusted and significant
progress in the regional economy during last two-three years is clearly
seen. Regional economy is doing well both on domestic and foreign
markets. Russian and foreign investments are growing twice as higher
as average in the country.

Finally in 1996 the federal law «About special economic zone in
Kaliningrad region» was passed. And after financial crisis in 1998 re-
sulted to sharp fall of a rouble exchange rate and made the production
of goods in Russia more favourable in comparison with their import.
The mechanism of free customs zone has led to a growth in the field of
import substitution. Imported parts were used for goods production,
which were supplied to all-Russian markets.

Joining of Poland and Lithuania to EU and also the expected joining of
Russia into WTO will change conditions of management in Kaliningrad
region. Besides, after the SEZ law was passed, new Tax and customs codes
of Russia were introduced but they were not coordinated. Therefore re-
gional bodies of the government submitted offers on making amendments
in the law in force and an establishment of its conformity with other acts.
The Moscow Financial academy in view of the offers available on behalf
of the government prepares new edition of the law about Special economic
zone in Kaliningrad region. Its content was reported at an investment fo-
rum on October 25 — 26, 2002 in Kaliningrad and then at a seminar on
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December 7 in Lesnoe (nearby Kaliningrad). Gradually the bill becomes
more corresponding to varying conditions of development of the region. It
should be considered by the government and then accepted by the State
Duma at the end of 2003 or in 2004.

Regional bodies of the government can bring in rather essential
contribution to perfection of the economic mechanism. However, alas
... Regional law «4bout local free economic zones in Kaliningrad re-
giony», which was patched up for many times, also in last variant ap-
peared unsuccessful and till now none of the local zones is based on it.
The certain progress represents recently passed regional law «About
stimulation of investments in the form of capital investments in Ka-
liningrad economy». But it is very difficult to estimate its efficiency be-
cause there were no investments on its basis till December 2002.

So, let’s summarize. The progress is clearly seen within last
two-three years. The main thing is that there is economic growth in the
industry and transport sectors. The investments are growing. Owing to
the SEZ law, import substitution sector operates efficiently and sup-
plies products to Russian market (car-assembling factory, TV, furni-
ture, manufacture of carpet coverings, meat-processing). Export pro-
duction is also developing, but little bit slower.

But it is still early to party. First of all, growth must be stable.
«Shadow» economy is still bigger than in Russia. Although incomes of
population are growing, standard of living gap is also increasing. The
significant part of the regional citizens, especially outside Kaliningrad
is poor. So it is necessary to update strategy of regional development in
view of new internal and external factors.

An idea of Kaliningrad development as the region of Russian
Federation and European Union cooperation has been worked out and
propagandized by the authors’.

The following steps are considered as mechanisms of the suggested
strategy realization:

— signing of the agreement between Russian Federation and EU
«About Kaliningrad region as a region of cooperation;

? Kaliningrad oblast — region of cooperation of the Russian Federation and
European Union. The concept. Project head A. Khlopetskiy. Kaliningrad,
2000.
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— establishment of investment-financial corporation of regional
development with participation of the Russian federal authorities and
directing bodies of EU (as guarantors), regional authorities, SberBank,
ForeignTradeBank, European investment bank, Russian and European
corporations;

— perfection of the federal and regional legislation in view of strength-
ening of the Russian Federation’s role in the international cooperation
(change of laws in force and pass of the new ones); thus the most significant
is a law «About Special economic zone in Kaliningrad region»;

— working out of a new Federal program of regional development and
program of social and economic development of Kaliningrad region;

— possible change of administrational structure (or at least of a
Special economic zone”).

Without realization of the suggested measures at regional and fed-
eral levels it is difficult to expect successful realization of an active
strategy of the regional development.

Currently a part of suggested earlier conditions of successful regional
development is realized completely or partially. The new Federal program
is accepted. Today's strategy of regional development is called «The strat-
egy of social and economic development of Kaliningrad region as a region
of cooperation till the year 2010» and the administration assumes to de-
velop on its basis the complex regional program of social and economic
development. There are some positive changes in the regional legislation
facilitating to raise investment attraction.

Other matters of principle are in a stage of decision-making.

A concept of the updated federal law «About Special economic
zone in Kaliningrad region» is already presented to the government by
the Financial Academy. It is also supposed in the project to delegate a
function of SEZ administration to the government.

Talks of the Russian Federation and EU on questions of life-support
of Kaliningrad region arising due to expansion of the European Com-
munity started in 2001. The Russian side intended to achieve the con-
clusion of the special agreement concerning Kaliningrad. In 2002 Russia

* The new Federal Law on Local governance and administrative reform passed in
the Duma in September 2003 should facilitate the transformation (best practices,
good governance, fiscal responsibilities).
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changed the position — instead of one agreement it considered possible to
sign a number of documents concerning Kaliningrad. The matter is that
arising problems are rather different and it is not expedient to draw them
in one document. However the EU considers that the problem of Kalinin-
grad can be solved through existing mechanisms of the Partnership and
Cooperation Agreement (PCA) between Russia and EU, so there is no
necessity to sign special obliging agreements.

Nevertheless many Kaliningrad politicians continue to initiate offers
to the western party about the conclusion of the special contract (agree-
ment) that in our opinion would be especially useful for Kaliningrad re-
gion. In result there would be no problems, which might be avoided if they
are discussed and decisions are made on them on the basis of the joint ob-
ligations of the parties. For example problem with visas arose a long time
ago but it was possible only in November 2002 to coordinate positions of
the Western and Russian parties. As counts the majority of observers a
large piece of work should be implemented to solve the problem of Ka-
liningrad region communication with the basic part of the country and with
foreign countries including its closest neighbours.

In these circumstances the increasing value gets a very important but
not accepted yet document — «Main principles and directions of the federal
policy concerning Kaliningrad region». Many strategic aims of the federal
center concerning relations «the center — the region» are already formu-
lated in the Federal target program «Development of Kaliningrad region
till the year 2010». However a specification of the positions concerning
international factors of the regional development is required.

We pay a lot of attention to these problems because foreign policy
questions have an exclusive value for investments into the region with
exclave situation. Any other Russian regions are not in a similar situa-
tion when there are borders with foreign countries and there is no land
connection with the other part of Russia.

It means that development of Kaliningrad region in comparison
with other subjects of the Russian Federation — is a federal problem to a
greater extent. In fact questions of external communications are in the
competence of the Federation. Therefore it would be logical to give to
the region a status of federal territory. Russian Federal authorities
should be responsible for it. All institutions (administration of the fed-
eral target program, investment-financial corporation described in this
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book and some local economic zones) should also be established here
on the federal but not on the regional level.

Political will and realization of already available and approved in
many countries of the world economic mechanisms is the main factor in
solution of current problems of the regional development. Programs of
regional development, IFC and local free economic zones — all these
are widely known and proved mechanisms. But unfortunately they are
still not used in domestic practice. We believe that they should be in-
cluded in the concept of a state policy concerning Kaliningrad region.

Perfection of the federal, regional and municipal legislative base is
necessary. The international cooperation is extremely important. Im-
provement of management and governance quality is obligatory. But it
is not enough. A definite strategy is necessary.

There has been done a lot for substantiation of the regional strategy.
So there is a set of regulations in the Federal program «Development of
Kaliningrad region till the year 2010».

The primary goals of the Program are following™:

a) Maintenance of Russian geostrategic interests in the Baltic region:

— development of Kaliningrad as a large transport hub of Russia;

— maintenance of a steady power supply in the region;

— improvement of ecological conditions, protection of the en-
vironment in view of performance of Russian obligations de-
termined by the international agreements;

0) Federal importance tasks:

— transformation of the regional economic structure into export
orientated;

— perfection of the functioning mechanism of the Special eco-
nomic zone in Kaliningrad region;

— telecommunication infrastructure development;

— tourist-recreational complex development;

B) Regional importance tasks requiring the state support:

— complex agricultural development;

— development of the fishing complex;

— social industries development.

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Now a strategy of social and economic development of Kaliningrad as a
region of cooperation till the year 2010 is being approved(’. It is certainly
rather important and useful document. But in many respects it is the strategy,
which is already carried out by the regional administration. But at least one
major aspect is described insufficiently in it. Namely — it is necessary to es-
tablish a precise system of new institutions, which could provide dynamical
development of the region. They are certainly market institutions but
adapted to a transition period of the Russian economy and specific geo-
graphical, geopolitical and geoeconomic situation of Kaliningrad.

Each of such institutions is well known and applied into practice
but unfortunately not to us. Therefore there is no need to invent any-
thing essentially new. However the matter is not only in a separate
functioning of each institution but also in their efficient interaction and
the sum of technologies providing regional development.

What are these institutions?

The market infrastructure. Or speaking the language of the state
statistics bodies the subjects of economic activity, which refer to the
following industries:

— operations with immovable property,

— common financial activity concerning maintenance of market
functioning

— finances, crediting, insurance.

IT services develop rapidly and meet demands of the market. So
they also play an important role.

In favor of market infrastructure development it is possible to unite
all the above listed industries into one group referring them to the
market services.

The number of the subjects serving the market is growing rapidly.
But there is no growth in finances and crediting. The reason is other
than a saturated amount of banks and their branches, insurance com-
panies and institutions. For example there are no commercial banks and
even their subdivisions in the majority of small towns in the region. The
positive sign is that the number of Moscow banks branches in Kalin-

ingrad is increasing. But they still do not take a significant part in the
investment process in the region. There are neither trustworthy invest-
ment funds nor exchanges and foreign banks (there are two repre-
sentative offices of Polish banks in Kaliningrad, which are extremely
restricted in their functions)

From brief remarks on development of the bank sector it is seen that
a market service in Kaliningrad region is not well adjusted. The amount
of the corresponding structures is growing rapidly. But they still cannot
guarantee the most important thing — reliability and economic safety of
commercial activity. The fact is that they cannot give guarantees to the
investors intending to put money in the regional economy.

Certainly it is better to make up the single structure, which would
solve all problems at once... When there are several of them failures are
always possible to happen due to necessity of coordination, different
interests and simply because of complication of management. The in-
stitution of free and special economic zone in Kaliningrad region ap-
plied for such role. But alas it could not function without failures and
discords. There is a big number of editions concerning this topic includ-
ing publications of authors. So we shall not pay a detailed attention to
consequences of the zone mechanism in the region.

Let's note only that simultaneous presence of strengths and weak-
nesses, positive and negative consequences is typical for any economic
institution. Because the law of indestructibility of matter and energy
operates: if one side gets something, another one looses it.

Consequence of this law — a very popular in the West theory of a
game with zero sum.

So if the law works then a situation in another region should deterio-
rate to make a situation in Kaliningrad region better. Nonetheless, gener-
ally Russia lost when Kaliningrad was made a free zone because the region
became «a black holey allowing Russian incomes to disappear...

If we examine the problem more closely then it becomes clear that
these incomes are virtual, so they could either be funded into federal
treasury (in case of absence of SEZ) or no. In the second case federal
authorities should be definitely obliged to appropriate vast sums of
money for supporting a slumping economy of the region. As a result of
the SEZ law regional economy adapted to the new close conditions
develops faster than the majority of Russian regions.
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Actually though the law of indestructibility of matter and energy is
indisputable unconditional compulsion of zero sum is doubtful. Other-
wise there would be neither trade nor relations of people cooperation.
Anyway both participants of a «game» can lose in a public life.

More often passiveness leads to a loss. Concerning free zone in Ka-
liningrad region a rejection of its establishment might lead to a full de-
struction of the regional economy without any chances of restoration
and especially on creation of production.

But this theory gives a lot of food for thought about advantages and
disadvantages of objects and processes.

We assert that there are certain drawbacks in any economic insti-
tution but at the same time they are compensated by advantages. And
on the contrary presence of advantages means that somewhere there is a
negative side of a matter. (If the theory of game with the zero sum was
universal advantages and disadvantages would mutually compensate
each other).

What can be suggested to make Kaliningrad regional market func-
tion successfully and attract investments?

Lets start with functions, which should be definitely implemented.

Lets suppose that you are a potential investor. Money must be working
and invested in a profitable business. Thanks to globalisation that there is a
great variety of industries and countries where money can be invested.
What are the advantages of Kaliningrad region in comparison with China,
South Korea, Thailand and also future EU members Poland and Lithuania,
which will get unlimited access to EU markets?

The main advantage of Kaliningrad region is that it is a part of a huge
Russian market and Eurasian economic space comprising CIS countries.
Therefore there is a great dependence on the extent of relations’ develop-
ment between EU and Russia and also on the Russian-European economic
space. In case of a rapid progress Kaliningrad region gets certain advantages
being situated right in the centre of cooperation of Russia and EU.

Now using advantages of the Special zone mechanism a
non-capital intensive business is widely spread. Its representatives use
the only advantage — a duty free customs regime and deliver goods
produced from imported parts to the other regions of the country.

Large capital-intensive enterprises are not set up at conditions when
SEZ is unstable and frameworks of RF and EU cooperation are not de-
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fined. A serious (strategic) investor needs guarantees of payback and sta-
bility of an economic activity. Even if there is a promising project with
high rate of return (e.g. processing of raw materials and their export) inves-
tor has to be sure that economic conditions at least will not deteriorate.

If there are several custom preferences they must be guaranteed for
a long-term period not only to pay back but also to get sufficient profits.
If there are tax preferences given to an enterprise, even the change of
the federal and regional legislation must not affect them for a certain
period of time.

We suggest considering the following mechanisms of investment
attraction and the institutions, which use these mechanisms.

1. Investment-financial corporation (of federal and even interna-
tional value) with the branches — agencies working in different geo-
graphical directions.

2. The commodity exchanges working according to a geographical
situation of the region, in Russian and foreign European markets.

3. Joint with foreign countries investment structures — investment
banks, funds, technoparks. Lithuania, Poland, Belarus, Germany,
Scandinavian and all other interested countries for example China or
the countries of Latin America might become partners.

4. System of local economic zones.

5. System of measures and structures of frontier cooperation (bi-
lateral agreements, euroregions, «triangles of growth «).

Who will create and then administrate all the institutions?

Businessmen working or intending to operate in the region and who are
interested in the efficiency of the regional market initiate creation of corre-
sponding institutions. However they should not represent rent-oriented
business but the business created for getting profits and adding value.

The initiative group of the region should cooperate with regional
authorities and local administration. But in conditions of Kaliningrad
region where the international aspects of economic activities have a
great value, it is not only important to assist but also have direct par-
ticipation of federal bodies of the government. They should undertake
creation of new legislative mechanisms and structures, which are the
crucial factors in a qualitative change of the market environment.
Among them are the SEZ law, agreement between Russian Federation
and EU, international Investment-financial Corporation.

Vistula Spit — an Opportunity
for Development of Cross-border Tourism

The article considers the perspectives for the development of the
cross-border tourism on the Vistula Spit, which is the unique natural area
shared by both Poland and Kaliningrad region of Russian Federation. However
the potential for cross-border cooperation in the tourism sector in the Vistula
lagoon area is far from being exploited. The characteristics of the Polish and
the Russian parts of the area as well as the proposals for intensification of coop-
eration are provided in the article.

The eastern border areas of Poland, after the end of World War II, due to
the specific political situation and almost complete closure of the border
with the USSR, functioned solely as an area of protected natural land-
scape. Featuring no border traffic, distanced from economic centres and
transport routes, with progressing outward migration of the population
and strict regulations governing presence in border zones, the area, apart
from economic exclusion of these sparsely populated regions devoid of
any industry, has a well preserved natural environment that had for tens
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of years ruled its own development. Numerous areas of natural and
landscape significance, barely touched by change, can still be found in
the region. On the other side of the border, where economic activity
lagged even more behind, and border regulations were even more strin-
gent, there are areas of similar valour which complement, to a certain
extent, the area on the Polish side. In fact, the border-line drawn after
World War II split up many natural environmental complexes, which
constituted an ecological whole. Among them is the area of the Vistula
Spit divided by the Polish Russian border.

The new geo-political situation, at the end of the nineties of the
XX century and at the beginning of the XXI century connected, among
others, with European Union expansion eastward and the fact that the
Kaliningrad exclave shall neighbour solely with EU member States and
the Baltic Sea, has brought a revival of activity on the Polish — Russian
border. Development of economic and cultural relations resulted in in-
creasing the number of transport links, extorted the development of
existing border crossings and the establishing of new ones. At the time,
two border crossings were opened on the Vistula Spit in Frombork and
Elblag. On the Vistula Spit, which stretches approximately 657 m,
«time has stopped», nothing has happened since 1945.

Characterised by outstanding environmental and landscape fea-
tures, these culturally and historically inaccessible regions provide
grounds for developing own economic activity. The focus on ecological
tourism may give the cross-border areas an opportunity to develop and
improve the economic situation of the local society.

The Vistula Lagoon together with the Vistula Spit, due to its en-
vironmental, landscape and cultural valour are classified as one of eight
most valuable areas under international protection as cross-border pro-
tected areas along the Polish eastern border-line.

Vistula Spit

Vistula Spit is a sandbar formation developed by sea currents in the
last 6 thousand years. Sand dunes formed by winds in the area reach
30 meters in height. The 1 — 2 km wide Spit, from Gdansk to Sambia in
the Kaliningrad District of the Russian Federation, stretches 90 m long
covering an area of over 100 km”. The western part the Spit neighbours
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directly with the Vistula Delta and is interrupted in three places by old
and current estuaries of the Vistula River to the Gdansk Gulf. The
Vistula Spit is split into two parts by the Polish — Russian border since
World War II. In the eastern part, a 400 meter wide artificially dredged
Pitawska Strait, which is 8 — 10 m deep, cuts the Spit. The eastern sec-
tion between the Straight and the Sambia Peninsula is ten kilometres
long. The total length of the Vistula Spit on the side of the Russian Fed-
eration reaches 35 km.

Vistula Spit separates the Vistula Lagoon from Gdansk. The La-
goon is approximately 85 km long, 8 — 10 km wide and covers an area
of 838 km”, with 328 km” on the Polish side and 510 km® belonging to
the Kaliningrad District. The Polish Russian border stretches 10.3 km.
The Lagoon is shallow (max. depth 5.2 m) and has lightly brackish
waters (2 — 3 %o). The link to Gdansk Gulf is ensured through Pitawska
Straight. (T. Palmowski, 1993).

The Polish part of the Spit is in 70 % covered by forests and the
Russian part in 80 %. Numerous dunes are overgrown with mixed for-
ests dominated by pine trees. Numerous settlements are located on the
Spit. Eastwards of the Vistula ditch (dug out in 1895), several settle-
ments were established like: Mikoszewo, Jantar, Stegna, Sztutowo, and
by the Vistula Lagoon Katy Rybackie, Przebrno and the biggest, with a
population of 1,3 thousand year round inhabitants Krynica Morska — a
seaside resort on the Gdansk Gulf. The last settlement before the border
with the Kaliningrad District on the Polish side is Piaski. (D. Waldzin-
ski, B. Szwankowska, H. Kruk, 1998).

The development of recreational oriented homesteads, connected
with the rising popularity of holiday resorts at the end of the XIX cen-
tury, left a distinctive mark on the area of the Vistula Spit. Holiday
excursions of Gdansk and Elblag inhabitants to the area contributed to
the urbanisation of the Spit.

On the Polish side, the breakthrough came in the years 1956 — 1965.
This was connected with opening up of all the coastal beaches for rec-
reational purposes in 1956, giving a start to spontaneous development of
tourism in the form of company holiday centres. In this period, 40 % of
the land currently used for tourism was designated to the purpose. The
development of tourism activated the small fishing villages in the area.
90 % of the land presently taken up by holiday centres was allocated to
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the purpose in the years 1965 — 1975. In result of the aroused social need
for individual forms of recreation, many summer cabins appeared in the
area. Most of them were located in Krynica Morska. In the years 1976 —
1985, the number of beds available exceeded 5,2 thousand. (B.
Bankowska,1988). Restrictions as to location of new centres in the
mid-eighties of the XX century resulted in private boarding houses being
bought out and transformed into company holiday centres. The gminas;
Krynica Morska, Stegna and Sztutowo offered over 10 thousand beds,
with 1500 of them on year round offer. In total, almost 50 thousand beds
were sold, including 6 thousand to foreign tourists.

A programme for construction of a sewage treatment plant (me-
chanical and biological) for all the settlements in the Spit area started in
the nineties of the XX century. Also the sewerage systems underwent
further development. Piaski, Krynica Morska, Stegna, Sztutowo,
Mikoszewo are interconnected in a sewerage network and have sewage
treatment plants. In February 2004, Krynica Morska saw the start-up of
an extended and modernised top of the art sewage treatment plant on
the Polish coast. Similar works were carries out on the other side of the
Vistula Lagoon for Frombork, Tolkmick, Braniewo and Elblag, as well
as nearby Malbork.

An asphalt road stretches along the Spit from Gdansk, next the
route passes across a pontoon bridge in Sobieszewo, and a ferry cross-
ing in Swibno. In 1985, a landscape Park was established on the Vistula
Spit covering an area of 4410 ha. A protective belt covering an area of
25812 ha, also embracing part of Zutawy Wislane and coastal waters
surrounds the Park. The town of Przebrno, lying within the boundaries
of the park, features a preserve «Oak trees in Przebrno» (5.9 ha), an-
other preserve lies in Katy Rybackie (10.8 ha) — providing shelter for a
colony of herons and cormorants.

The Russian part of the Spit between the Polish border and Pi-
fawska Straight is generally devoid of a settlement network. The most
important settlement situated by the Straight itself is Kosa. The streets
here are covered with asphalt and the settlement has water and sewer-
age networks. There is a small school and several poorly stocked shops
and diners. Also a small fishing settlement on the Vistula Lagoon called
Rybaczyj is permanently inhabited. A small scientific station of the
Institute of Oceanology of the Russian Academy of Science located in
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the area serves scientific purposes. In total, approximately 1200 per-
sons inhabit this area. Power supply is ensured by 15kV power cable
laid in the Pitawska Straight. Access to the Spit is possible via a ferry
running between Kosa and Battijsk. There are two small harbours on
the side of the Vistula Lagoon. Travelling around the Spit is possible
along a road, where a four kilometre section is a hardened road. The
remaining part towards the Polish border is an un-surfaced road. Due to
its trans-border location and defensive functions no form of tourism has
developed in the area.

In the north-eastern section of the Spit, the biggest town with a
population of over 30 thousand, is Battijsk and next a small village
called Pawlovo. This part of the Spit has good transport links with Ka-
liningrad.

The Russian part of the Vistula Spit embraces the Wislinskaja Kosa
preserve. This is a zoological preserve covering an area of 2100 ha, estab-
lished in 1994, to protect water bids and mammals. The Wislinskaja Kosa
preserve is a branch of the only national park in the Kaliningrad District,
which was established in 1987 on the Curonian Spit. This park was listed
in 2001 in the network of world preserves of the biosphere established by
UNESCO. (I. Volkova, V. Korneevets, G. Fedorov, 2002).

From the administrative point of view, the Polish part of the Vistula
Spit, lies within the territory of the Pomeranian Voivodship embracing
the gminas Sztutowo and Krynica Morska. The entire water basin of the
Vistula Lagoon and surrounding areas southwards are part of the
Warminsko-Mazurskie Voivodship. The Russian part of the Spit is part
of Kaliningrad District, belongs to the region Battijsk, the remaining
territories surrounding the Vistula Lagoon belong to the regions Ba-
grationowsk and Guriewsk.

The Russian part has not, up to date, developed tourist functions of
any significance. Tourism on the Polish side of the Spit generally takes
on the form of summer holiday resorts. The most important tourist
centres include: Mikoszewo, Jantar, Stegna, Katy Rybackie and
Krynica Morska. Several hundred thousand people visit the Spit every
year, which is a threat to the natural environment.

The most attractive place for international tourism on the Vistula
Spit is Frombork. The town features exceptionally located picaresque
historical sites of European rank with a valuable complex of middle age
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embankments of the Cathedral Hill and a wonderful gothic cathedral.
The attractiveness of the town Frombork is enhanced by souvenirs
connected with the life and work of Nicolas Copernicus, who lived and
worked here. Two cities over the Vistula Lagoon — Elblag in the Polish
part and Kaliningrad in the Russian part, are centres of administrative
and commercial functions of the region and though they have lost their
most significant historical valour during World War II, both cities are a
tourist attraction. The most interesting historical sites in Kaliningrad
include a reconstructed XIV century cathedral and mausoleum of Im-
manuel Kant, as well as an internationally famous museum of amber. In
Elblag tourists are attracted by the old town, which has been recon-
structed in a modern fashion. The most popular and highly regarded
city on the Gdansk Gulf is the renovated old Gdansk and the Malbork
Teutonic Knights castle complex (XIII-XV century), which is on the
UNESCO World Heritage List. Additionally supplementing the attrac-
tions is a unique hydro-technical structure of the Elblasko-Ostrodzki
Canal, which both Polish and foreign guests often chose as the goal of
visits in the region.

In the summer, there regular shipping lines from Elblag and From-
bork to Kaliningrad by hydrofoil. Staring 1998, Polish ships and yachts
can sail across the Pitawska Straight, to the Polish part of the Vistula
Lagoon. Vessels flying other flags than Russian or Polish can sail
across the Pilawska Straight on route to Kaliningrad, the Russian side
does not admit sailing to Polish ports in the Vistula Lagoon. This is a
major barrier in developing international tourism in this water basin.

Cross-border co-operation in tourism

Tourism is an important component of regional measures for eco-
nomic development and provides a significant source of employment.
This fact was noted in the Maastricht Treaty and reflected in the word-
ing that EU policy should take into account tourist related activities. In
many border regions, tourism is an important component of the de-
velopment concept or strategy. It is also considered one of the opera-
tional priorities of INTERREG programmes. The ,,Green Paper» pub-
lished in April 1995 by the European Commission initiated the debate
on effective participation of EU in supporting tourism. It was indicated
that tourism development may help draw attention to many typical
development needs of regions, taking into consideration promotion of
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various economic measures in border regions, creating new employ-
ment opportunities, increasing the number of jobs and demand for de-
veloping new skills. The development of tourism may result in bigger
funds for protection of the natural and cultural heritage of the region
and the possibility of extending the range and quality of local attrac-
tions and services as well as the local infrastructure.

The needs and priorities of border regions connected with tourism
show strong interdependencies. High quality of natural environment is
the basic factor affecting the development of tourism in a given region.
It also affects the kind of tourism developed, e.g. «summer» tourism on
the coast is dependent on such factors as attractive landscape, natural
environment and no pollution. In other cases the basic factors are cul-
tural valour and heritage, infrastructure and services, including trans-
port network.

Border regions, especially those «left behind», generally have a
good potential for the development of tourism. Development of this
potential can accelerate structural and developmental adjustments in
these regions. It can also affect the economic development of the re-
gion, regional labour market, development of infrastructure and in-
vestment location. The scope in which tourism accelerates the eco-
nomic development of border regions depends to a large extent on the
tourism specifics of the region (coastal line, cultural heritage), diversi-
fication of resources and degree of pressure on measures undertaken for
promotion of tourism and cross-border co-operation.

Tourism, environmental and infrastructural problems are usually
interrelated. The key issue here is the promotion of tourist development
in connection with high quality natural environment. The main prob-
lems refer not only to integration of various political aspects (e.g. in-
troduction of ecological problems to tourist development strategy), but
also doing so when border related barriers have to be overcome. The
,barrier» effect of national borders traditionally plays an adverse role in
the development of tourism. These regions for many years or even
decades were not able to take advantage of its tourist potential.

The key problems of developing tourism in border regions are,
among others, lack of information on the border region, existing or po-
tential conflicts between tourism development and other functions on
both sides of the border, economic gap, adverse environmental effects,
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lack of cross-border relations between institutions and agencies, poorly
developed transport infrastructure, lack of skills and know-how neces-
sary to provide high quality tourist services, strong competition between
areas on both sides of the border making co-operation difficult, etc.

Actions promoting cross-border co-operation emphasise the in-
terdependence of the environment and development of tourism. This in-
terdependence of tourism and environmental policies has an impact on
the development of the region. We also obtain the synergy effect, which
appears in result of cross-border co-operation in both of theses spheres.
Joint strategies, problems assessment, potential, identifying
cross-border priorities and approving long-term perspectives may lead
to harmony in coexistence of the natural environment and cross border
tourism.

Regions lying on two sides of a border often share a common his-
tory and cultural heritage as well as similar, attractive landscape forms.
Cross-border co-operation can help in creating a wider range of tourist
and ecological products, joint promotion may be more effective. Other
problems relating to tourist development can be solved jointly like the
problem of seasonal nature of the industry and related balancing of
employment, enhanced tourism out of season, increasing the range of
products, etc. The main directions of actions undertaken in border re-
gions to promote the development of tourism refer to co-operation at
the strategic level, joint planning of tourist services, marketing and inte-
gration of cross-border tourist services development with other policy
aspects such as transport and service infrastructure, natural environ-
ment, development of human resources. Joint work on developing strat-
egy may concern, among others, identification of strengths and weak-
nesses (SWOT), identification of joint priorities and targets, specifying
the scope of co-operation, sectoral and market studies.

Co-operation under one specified tourist project involves local au-
thorities, regional agencies responsible for the development of tourism,
tourist operators, transport companies, economic entities and local
communities. Measures undertaken at this level embrace co-operation
in external promotion, development of tourist trail networks, cycling
trails, editing tourist trail maps, developing joint tourist information
systems, transport links, boarding opportunities, joint training, etc.

Indications for developing cross-border tourism on the Vistula Spit
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Starting May 1, 2004, the border between Poland and Russia on the
Vistula Spit and Vistula Lagoon is the border between EU and Russia.
According to many concepts, including that shared by President Putin,
Kaliningrad District could be a pilot region, a laboratory of relations
between Russia and the EU. Cross-border co-operation in Europe is
based on the European Outline Convention on Transfrontier
Co-operation between Territorial Communities or Authorities (so
called Madrid Convention) of 1980 and the European Chart of Border
and Bordering Regions approved in 1981.

The treaty between the Republic of Poland and the Russian Fed-
eration on friendly and neighbourly co-operation originates in 1992.
Relatively new elements of this co-operation in the Russian policy of
the District are agreements signed in 2001 with Polish partners —
Pomeranian and Warminsko-Mazurski Voievodships. At the local
level, several agreements have been also signed between city
self-governmental authorities of e.g. Elblag and Kaliningrad, Elblag
and Battijsk.

The basis of international co-operation in establishing cross-border
protected zones in this part of Europe may be the Wigierska Declara-
tion signed in 1992 by governmental representatives, territorial au-
thorities and scientists from Poland, Russia, Lithuania, Latvia, Belarus
and Ukraine. The Declaration assumes close co-operation of the sig-
natories in scope of environmental protection and eco-development.

Vistula Spit has also been included into the Baltic Green Ring — a
project aimed at tourist and cultural use of natural environmental valour
of Baltic areas and social integration of the population in the Baltic Sea
region. The areas of gmina Sztutowo and Krynica Morska are naturally
predisposed to the development of ,,green tourism», competitive even
to tourist offers from Western Europe.

In the ECONET network, which constitutes the basis for integrated
actions in scope of environmental protection and implementing the
policy of sustainable development, the entire Vistula Spit has been
qualified as a nodal area of international significance characterised by a
collection of unique natural environment objects, fauna and flora habi-
tats of European significance.

The Vistula Spit Landscape Park together with a sea water zone to
the depth of 10 m as well as the sea transgression zone 1 sea mile wide,
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was included by HELCOM to Baltic Sea Protected Areas (BSPA).
These are natural areas (or changed by men to an insignificant degree)
that are of utmost natural value for the whole Baltic.

Protected border regions should be areas of close co-operation of
local authorities and environmental protection services of Poland and
Russia in order to protect the most precious areas, promote tourism that
is environmentally friendly and satisfy the principles of eco-develop-
ment. (Strategia Rozwoju..., 2000).

Two Voievodships; Pomeranian and Warminsko-Mazurskie neigh-
bouring with the District are interested in co-operating with the enclave.
Strengthening ties with the enclave, developing contacts and cross-border
relations is important for the Polish region and the Kaliningrad District.
Improvement of the ecological situation and the regions infrastructure
would create an opportunity for the development of tourist services.

The Spit and the Vistula Lagoon are located in the regional struc-
ture of cross border co-operation — the Baltic Euroregion — established
in 1998 and seated in Elblag. The main targets of Euroregional
co-operation assume, among others, protection and improvement of the
environment, development of tourism in border regions, improving ef-
ficiency of border traffic, cultural exchange and care for common cul-
tural heritage.

All the factors indicate the potential of developing Polish Russian
cross-border co-operation in tourism and protection of the Spit and Vis-
tula Lagoon environment. There are possibilities of developing joint
strategies and plans. Under these framework documents concrete pro-
jects could be developed on establishing a cross-border national park on
the Vistula Spit, water protection system for the Vistula Lagoon and its
catchment on both sides of the border. The transport infrastructure on
both sides of the border requires development. Opening of new border
crossings is advisable including that in Krynica Morska and Piaski (sea-
sonal), as well as adaptation of small fishing harbours and construction
of yacht marines to service small tourist passenger ships and yachts,
and development of new tourist trails around the Vistula Lagoon and
the Spit from Gdansk to Kaliningrad. These could be water trails, cy-
cling, motor trails, etc.(e.g. gothic castles trail, old fortifications trail,
ecological trails). There are possibilities of using geothermic waters to
develop the spa function of Krynica Morska. A possible attraction is a
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retro styled train drawn by a steam locomotive along the landscape
route along the Lagoon from FElblag, through Kadyny (stud farm),
Frombork, Braniewo to Kaliningrad. It is also worthwhile to revive the
narrow track railway line on the Vistula Spit. (K. Rybicki, 1998). There
is a potential in developing sea trails across Gdanska Gulf to Baltijsk
and further along the Vistula Lagoon to Kaliningrad, Frombork and
Elblag, and on the return journey to Krynica Morska and other small
ports on the Vistula Spit. (B. Szwankowska, 1995). In order to preserve
the high quality of the environment in the region mass tourism should
be avoided and qualified tourism preferred. The servicing sector includ-
ing small hotels and boarding houses should provide very high quality
services. Out of season the Spit tourist industry could develop offers for
conference space, training, etc.

The development of tourism in the area may have a positive impact
on economic revival of the region, provides new jobs, contribute to the
development of transport infrastructure and enhancement of environ-
mental quality.

The biggest obstacle, apart from opening up of the Pitawska Straight',
is the problem of overcoming certain stereotype thinking and mental bar-
riers, which persist in society from the period of the last 50 years.

Joint promotion of this interesting and both culturally and envi-
ronmentally rich cross-border region could be run in Russia and in the
EU. The development of tourism and maintenance of high quality of the
natural environment can bring measurable effects, and could also be a
small step in developing relations with Kaliningrad, part of the Russian
Federation, towards a united Europe. The biggest philosopher, natural-
ist and geographer originating from this region, Immanuel Kant, whose
280 birthday and 200 anniversary of death will be celebrated in 2004, in
his treaty «on eternal peacey...indicated the universally valid message
on peaceful co-operation of countries based on partnership
co-operation, development of trade and other forms of neighbourly
co-operation and not based on military dominance which favour con-
flicts irrespective of the size and potential of the state and society in-
volved. This message remains valid today.

Polish Russian talks on the issue were initiated in 1991, the last round began at the
end of 2003.
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Tourism as Perspective Direction for Cross-border
Cooperation in the Curonian Lagoon Region

The coastal region of the Curonian lagoon is being analyzed in this article
as a cross-border region between Lithuania and the Kaliningrad region of
Russia. The influence of the geographical, political and psychological factors,
as well as socio-economic and cultural factors on the boundary situation in the
Curonian lagoon region is considered in the article. The author uses the secto-
rial analysis, statistical analysis and location quotient method for determination
and validation of the geographical significance of tourism and its related activi-
ties as perspective direction for cross — border cooperation in the Curonian la-
goon region.

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Introduction

Recently, in many regions of the Eastern Europe, formatting the
strategies of socio-economic and cultural development, tourism plays
an important role for cross-border cooperation. In many cases tourism
and its related activities are being perceived as panacea, as the best al-
ternative solution and choice for political, economic and social cohe-
sion. The impacts of tourism implementation as a priority of strategy
for regional development, including cross-border cooperation, have
approved many efforts of societies not only in Europe, but also in other
regions of the world.

Tourism — the world’s largest industry and an area of growth that
most places in the world have targeted as a medium for economic de-
velopment (Timothy, 2001). In many borderlands tourism is an impor-
tant economic activity (Timothy, 2002), which could be perceived as
juncture of all economic, administrative and cooperative activities.

Every territory has its own decisive geographical, economic, social,
cultural and historical factors which in advance ordain the role of tour-
ism and its related activities, including recreational conditions, in the
region. The central place of the coast in the development of the tourism
and leisure industries has been evident since the Age of Romanticism
and particularly prominent in the last fifty years (Fabbri, 1996; Vaite-
kunas, Armaitiene, Povilanskas, 2001).

The lagoon and the coastline are important geographical factors
which emphasize the distinction and perception of «coastal region». In
this article the coastal region of the Curonian lagoon is being analyzed
as cross — border region between Lithuania and the Kaliningrad region
of Russia. The coastal region of the Curonian lagoon requires an indi-
vidual attention and still it is not completely emphasized economically
and socially in the context of other coastal regions of the eastern —
southern shore of the Baltic Sea. Also, the geographical place of tour-
ism it is not determined as perspective direction for cross — border
cooperation yet.

The overallobjective of article — to determine and validate
the geographical significance of tourism and its related activities as
perspective direction for cross — border cooperation in the Curonian
lagoon region. Sectorial analysis, statistical analysis and location
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quotient method were used as the main methods of researches. Loca-
tion quotient — is a simple coefficient for comparing an area’s share
of a particular activity with its percentage share of some basic ag-
gregate. Location quotients provide a measure of the geographical
concentration of a particular industry or set of particular industries
in a particular area.

The Issues from Cross-border Interaction
to Cross-border Cooperation

The position of borders as national peripheries commonly means
that they are located more or less in pristine natural areas, like the
coastal region of the Curonian lagoon.

Politically the coastal region belongs to two states: Lithuania man-
ages one third and the Kaliningrad region manages two thirds of it, but
still there is no common strategy for development of this region gener-
ally, because the social and economic interaction is very low on the
both sides of the border. The main factor for not being the intensive
cross-border interaction is a character of borderline.

O. Martinez (1988) argued that the both sides of the border can not
ignore each other. Therefore, O. Martinez (1994) suggested the typol-
ogy of interaction of boundaries:

¢ boundaries almost with no daily communications;

¢ boundaries which are partially opened with periodical interaction;

e boundaries which are mutually dependent on which states are
seeking for the partnership;

e integrated boundaries where eliminated all political and eco-
nomic thresholds and verified free movement of population and goods.

D. J. Timothy (2000) suggests the accession and argues, that the
most intensive interaction of the both sides of the boundary is when it is
being implemented the cooperation between cross — border regions in
the field of tourism. This cooperation is more efficient when stable
international relations between the states and promoted united efforts
exist. Anyway, the interaction of the both sides of the boundary main-
tains the impacts of tourism for regional development, employment of
locals, attracting of investments, also promoting the cross-border co-
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operation in the field of tourism (Spiriajevas, 2003). In light of these
impacts, it has been highlighted some of the connections between
boundaries and tourism, and suggested a three-fold typology of spatial
relationships (Matznetter, 1979; Timothy, 2001):

— where the boundary line is distant from tourist area;

— where a tourists zones exist adjacent to the boundary on one side
only;

— tourists’ zones that extend across or meet at borders.

In common, with all other types of economic, socio-cultural and
environmental activities, tourism is affected by the existence of poli-
tical boundaries. Border-related policies, differences in administra-
tive structures on opposite sides, and the physical barrier created by
borders can affect many aspects of tourism, including travel mo-
tivations and design making, infrastructure development, marketing
and promotion, and place’s image (Timothy, 2001). According to
O. Martinez suggested typology of interaction of boundaries, the
author of article suggests, that the border of the Curonian lagoon
region belongs to two types:

—boundaries almost with no daily communication (borderline
along the Curonian lagoon and the ramifications of the Nemunas River
water lines);

— boundaries which are partially opened (visa requirements) with
daily interaction and strict control of movement of people and goods (in
the coastal region there are two border crossings only, which end the
edges of coastal region itself).

Geographically, the interaction between cross-borders and impacts
of tourism are appropriate at local, regional and national levels. Thus,
the type of boundary influences the scopes of cross — border interaction
especially at local and regional levels. Therefore, the geographical
conditions, political and social contacts are mostly decisive factors for
geographical scopes and intensity of interaction for cross-border co-
operation in the region.

In addition to being attracted to the tourist-oriented side, some
people will be attracted to visit the other side as well, which presents
opportunities for tourism development to spill onto the non-tourist side
of the border. Also, it may be communication and cooperation between
two sides, so that the entire natural or cultural attraction system oper-
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ates as one entity, or conversely the border may act as a significant
barrier altogether (Matznetter, 1979; Timothy, 2001).

Firstly, the author of article argues that recently the type of bound-
ary in the Curonian lagoon region depends upon geographical, political
and psychological factors, and secondly, depends upon socio-economic
and cultural factors.

The impacts of factor of geographical location play an important
role trying to explain the reasons of low interaction on the both sides
of boundary in the Curonian lagoon region between Lithuania and the
Kaliningrad region. The Nemunas River: its delta and ramifications in
this region exist as natural boundaries in the areas with low population
density (see at affix). On the both sides of the Nemunas River delta the
nature’s environment is under different level of nature protection
what suppresses the potential power for socio-economic interaction
between the boundaries. Furthermore, the borderline extends as a
water line through the Curonian lagoon and the rest of the borderline
extends within the Curonian spit, which on the both sides of the
boundary has a status of national park and there are high restrictions
of border control for human migrations (the border control is getting
even stricter recently).

In many border areas where natural and cultural heritage abound,
international parks have been established, several of which have be-
come important tourist destinations (Kurshskaya kosa and Kursiu nerija
National Parks, Vishtynetskyj Nature Park and Vistycio Regional
Park). Most international parks have been designated international be-
cause two or more national parks or other protected areas meet at an
international border, although some are designated as international be-
cause they may lie adjacent to a border. The parks and other protected
areas in border regions could be sustainable and transborder coopera-
tion is crucial (Timothy, 1999).

From the geographical point of view, the possibility for
cross-border cooperation depends upon the order of administrative
division and its spatial relations. The interactions between
cross-border regions are possible when metro areas by the borders
complement each other with the functions which are lacking on the
other side of the boundary. Thus, the interaction plays the most
important role at local and regional levels (Paajanen, 1993), which
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directly encompasses the districts and their municipalities by the
borders for cross-border cooperation. Geographically, the interac-
tions between cross-borders and impacts of tourism are appropriate
at local, regional and national levels (Spirajevas, 2003). The spatial
interactions also play an important role for cross-border cooperation
in the context of tourism. The asset of geographical approach (Paa-
janen, 1994) (methodologies and researches) is still insufficient
analyzing the geographical aspects of spatial interactions of bounda-
ries in the Curonian lagoon region.

The impacts of factor of political and international relations affect
the directions of cross-border cooperation. Even though, if recently
between the states officially are established good political relations,
still there is a strict control at the border crossings of Sovetsk — Pane-
mune and Kurshskaya kosa — Nida. Today, when Lithuania is in a
membership of the NATO and the EU, the impacts of political factor
are getting even more important and still reducing the geographical
scopes of direct interactions between cross-border of the Curonian la-
goon region in the field of tourism.

The impacts of psychological factor are closely related to social and
historical issues. During the Soviet time period, Lithuania and the Ka-
liningrad region were within one state. During that time existed a plenty
of cultural and social relations, which were suddenly cut off mostly
because of political reasons. The breakaway also caused more negative
psychological prejudices in the societies what leaded towards the spa-
tial decline of social and cultural contacts between two sates. At the
same time the boundaries with Poland became opened what prompted
to establish new social and political contacts between state’s institu-
tions and societies of the both states. Nowadays, comparing the social
and cultural interactions of cross-border cooperation between the
coastal regions of the Curonian lagoon and the Vislankiy lagoon, it is
seen obviously, that in the first mentioned case the interactions of
cross-border cooperation in the Curonian lagoon region is «fairly low».
Thus, it is difficult to determine and argue the assumption — if the
tourism and its related activities could be sustained as the general im-
pacts for cross-border cooperation in the Curonian lagoon region.

The border areas are often important tourist destinations, and in
some cases, owing to their typically peripheral location, are prime
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laboratories for ecological and cultural conservation (MacNeil,
1990). While the borders and their effects (e.g. peripheral location,
marginality of residents, opposing levels of development, etc.) usu-
ally function as barriers to cross-national networks and the ways
need to be explored to overcome these obstacles. Because true
cross-border cooperation is a rather new paradigm, with a few ex-
ceptions in Europe, it is still too early to understand the gravity,
breadth and interaction of its repercussions. Nonetheless, nascent
evidence suggests that it provides many opportunities for commu-
nity enhancements on both sides of the border.

It is of paramount importance for cross-border cooperation if
sustainable development is the goal and if equitable relationships on
both sides of the border are to be achieved. It has the capability of pro-
moting community empowerment, developing natural and cultural
resources in a sustainable manner, and strengthening local economies.
In addition to sound infrastructure development, human resource ad-
vances, and ecological conservation, funding may be enhanced
through binational collaboration. Many sources of funding exist for
tourism development, and while most of these are not specific to
border regions (MacNeil, 1990), but some of them may be adequately
applied to communities and areas located on or near the international
boundaries. It is in Lithuania’s interest to contribute to the stable
development of the Kaliningrad region, to strengthen economic rela-
tions and to include the region in a wide range of regional cooperation
programs (Lopata, Sirutavicius, 1999).

The Sectorial Analysis of Tourism Sector
in the Curonian Lagoon Region

The cross border region of the Curonian lagoon contains from 6 dis-
tricts and 2 municipalities: Slavsk, Polessk, Guryevsk, Zelenogradsk
districts’ municipalities (the Kaliningrad region) and Silute, Klaipeda
districts’ municipalities, Klaipeda and Neringa municipalities (Lithua-
nia). Each administrative territorial unit has its own socio-economic
peculiarities sustained for implementation of tourism and its related
activities. Foremost, the sectorial analysis of tourism sector according
to tourism related industries allows determining the significance and
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role of tourism in the context of economic specialization of each stud-
ied administrative territory. Even though, if it is difficult to valuate and
evaluate the role of tourism sector in the processes of regional devel-
opment (bunsuak, Camcon, degopos, 2000).

Theoretically, according to the approach of article’s author, the
tourism sector is being divided into two parts:

— the main sector of tourism;

— the satellite sector of tourism.

The main sector of tourism contains travel agencies and tour
operators, catering, accommodation, information providing and
transportation services (Vellas, Becherel, 1995). The satellite sector
of tourism contains enterprises and its promoting services like retail
trade (Butts, 2000), car repairment, car rental, gas stations and
pharmacies, rental of sport equipment, museums and internet cafes
(according to article’s author approach). The essential thing that
these structures of tourism sector could be perceived differently ei-
ther as industries or services, what primarily depend upon the eco-
nomic role of tourism and the diversification of activities of SME
(small — medium sized enterprises) within the studied administrative
territories. Potentially, the tourism as «direct push factor» could be
significant as the main alternative choice formatting the strategies
for cross border co-operation in the whole region.

The research done by author based on the statistical account and
sectorial analysis of tourism sector, analyzing the amount and activities
of SME in administrative territories of the coastal region. The rates of
tourism sector were calculated implementing the method of location
quotient, where the base data is in percentage form (Table 1), and then
the location quotient for a given activity in any area j (Table 2) is:

The rates of structure of tourism (main and satellite) sector calcu-

lated according to formula of location quotient and the rates expressed
in percentage form.

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Obviously, according to gained outcomes of done research, tour-
ism as a socio-economic process with its related economic activities is
more or less significant for every studied area including both sectors
in the region, and a big structural proportion of tourism satellite sector
(Fig. 1) directly temporarily or indirectly permanently is influencing
the creation, selling and promotion of tourism product and its certain
services, especially in Klaipeda municipality, Silute and Zeleno-
gradsk districts where is an intrinsic variety of tourism satellite sector.
In addition, according to gained outcomes of done research it is possi-
ble to present the spatial-statistical view of significance and location
of tourism as a factor of socio-economic specialization within the
studied administrative districts and municipalities in the coastal re-
gion. The spatial location of the territories shows the rank of tourism
and its related activities presenting the clear view which administra-
tive territories are suitable for tourism development according to
economic specialization mostly (Fig. 2).

The coefficients of location quotient points out the economic sig-
nificance of tourism industries and its related activities. The higher the
value of the location quotient the greater the degree of concentration of
the activity. A value of 1.0 means that the activity is represented in ad-
ministrative territory in exactly in the same proportion as for the whole
region; less than 1.0 it shows the activity to be under-represented in
administrative territory against the norm; and over 1.0 it shows that
administrative territory has more then its fair share. The coefficients of
location quotient calculated according to formula and used absolute
data for a given activity in any area.

Apparently, the coefficients of location quotient mean the eco-
nomic significance of tourism and its related activities within the stud-
ied area in the context of all studied areas of region which is being
analyzed particularly (table 2). According to presented results, the big-
gest economic geographical concentration of tourism industries is sig-
nificant for Neringa municipality. Theoretically it could be the leader
for cross-border cooperation in the field of tourism, but the factor of
geographical disjuncture restricts the interaction with other areas in the
region. Particularly, a big proportion of tourism satellite sector struc-
ture suppresses the high dependence on direct economic specialization
in the context of tourism within the studied region. Therefore it is possi-
ble to argue that for Slavsk, Polessk, Zelenogradsk districts and
Klaipeda municipality tourism as perspective direction for cross-border
cooperation could activate the activities of enterprises more indirectly,
than directly, related to tourism industries. Respectively, the influence
of cross-border cooperation in the field of tourism for Klaipeda district
and Guryevsk district are more under impacts of tourism development
in Klaipeda and Kaliningrad municipalities. The impacts of cross-bor-
der cooperation in the field of tourism for Silute district could be sig-
nificant for both tourism sectors. According to analysis and synthesis of
gained results, the formation of new tourism-based clustered growing
poles in the Curonian lagoon region caused of cross-border cooperation
in the field of tourism are emphasizing the role of Silute and Zeleno-
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gradsk districts, with additional tourism-based clustered growing poles
of Slavsk and Polessk districts. Generally, the cross border cooperation
in the field of tourism could put the most significant impacts for the
development of infrastructure (tourism infrastructure), for promotion of
tourist routes and services, and to strengthen cultural interactions
among districts and municipalities within the coastal region.
Essentially, the meanings of coefficients of location quotient
should be compared for Lithuania and the Kaliningrad region sepa-
rately, because there is a big difference of the scope and variety of in-
frastructure, and difference in amount and characteristics of activities
of SME within the studied administrative territories of the coastal re-
gion. Thus, having in mind a point of view, that tourism as a perspec-
tive direction for cross-border cooperation, comparing recent situation
with theoretical perspectives, the article’s author argues an assumption,
that Slavsk and Silute districts are borderline territories, therefore could
be recognized as the main circle of actors for cross-border cooperation
activities even in the whole coastal region., what indicates in Fig. 2. the
spatial-statistical location of tourism sector of mentioned districts is
almost in vertical location, but Zelenogradsk district and Neringa mu-
nicipality neither theoretically nor particularly are not fully suitable for
mutual cross border cooperation in the field of tourism, what indicates
in Fig. 2. the spatial-statistical location of tourism main and satellite
sectors are apparent uneven, it is possible only the most prosperous
direction of cross-border cooperation in the field of nature protection
and possibly in the creation of some elements of tourism infrastructure.

Conclusions

The lagoon and the coastline are important geographical factors
which emphasize the distinction and perception of «coastal regiony.
The coastal region of the Curonian lagoon requires an individual at-
tention and still it is not completely emphasized economically and so-
cially in the context of other coastal regions of the eastern — southern
shore of the Baltic Sea. Practically, it is still not determined the geo-
graphical place of tourism as perspective direction for cross border co-
operation yet.
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Recently the type of boundary in the Curonian lagoon region de-
pends upon geographical, political and psychological factors, and sec-
ondly, depends upon socio-economic and cultural factors. The factors
ordain the role of tourism and its related activities, including the per-
spective directions for cross-border cooperation.

The border of the Curonian lagoon region belongs to two types:

— boundaries almost with no daily communication (borderline
along the Curonian lagoon and the ramifications of the Nemunas River
water lines);

— boundaries which are partially opened (visa requirements) with
daily interactions and strict control of movement of people and goods
(in the coastal region there are only two border crossings, which are on
the edges of coastal region itself).

Tourism as a socio-economic process with its related economic
activities is more or less significant for every studied administrative
territory including both sectors of tourism in the region, and a big struc-
tural proportion of tourism satellite sector directly temporarily or indi-
rectly permanently is influencing the creation, selling and promotion of
tourism product and its certain services, especially in Klaipeda mu-
nicipality, Silute and Zelenogradsk district where is an intrinsic variety
of tourism satellite sector.

The coefficients of location quotient mean the economic signifi-
cance of tourism and its related activities within the studied areas of the
Curonian lagoon region and tourism as a perspective direction for
cross-border cooperation is significant for all administrative territories
within the studied region. Thus, Neringa municipality, Zelenogradsk
district in the reality and Polessk, Slavsk districts potentially could be
the core administrative territories of tourism activities in the Curonian
lagoon region, but the main social and cultural interactions for
cross-border cooperation in the field of tourism is spatially significant
for borderline districts between Silute and Slavsk, what ends the con-
clusion that those two districts are getting as the circle area for cross
border cooperation in the field of tourism.

Potentially, the tourism as «direct push factor» could be significant
as the main alternative choice formatting the strategies for cross border
co-operation in the coastal region.

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Non-Freight Cross-Border Traffic between Poland
and the Kaliningrad Oblast

The article provides the analysis of the current condition and the perspec-
tives for the development of the border-crossing infrastructure on the border
between The Polish Republic and Kaliningrad region of Russian Federation.
The economic and political factors influencing the amount of the non-freight
cross-border traffic on this section of the border are considered as well.

Before the break up of the Soviet Union the Kaliningrad Oblast was a
militarised part of the Russian Federation of Socialistic Republics,
which was inaccessible to foreigners. This was due to the strategic
meaning of the region as a place where the USSR Baltic navy, army and
air force, which belonged to so-called «second defence line», were
stationed (T. Palmowski, 1999). At that time there were the following
border crossings with Poland: the road ones that were designated for
ordinary traffic in Gronowo and Bezledy, the rail ones for freight traffic
in Braniewo, Bartoszyce and Skandawa and by sea in Frombork. Until
1991 the border traffic here was practically non-existent. It was limited
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to the boarding of local government delegations and to those who were
going to the USSR for business purposes.

In the new geo-political situation, after the break-up of the USSR in
1991, the Kaliningrad Oblast became an enclave separated from the rest of
the country by independent Lithuania, Latvia and Belarus, and was open to
the world. Then the trans-border co-operation between the enclave and
other countries significantly grew in importance, especially with Poland
and Lithuania. The problems concerning the possibilities of crossing bor-
ders, their capacities and border traffic became significant.

An important stimulus for the development of border contacts at lo-
cal and regional level was the Agreement between the governments of
the Republic of Poland and the Russian Federation signed in 1992.
Since then the intensity of border traffic has been noticed on the de-
scribed border (E. Kulesza, 2003).

Among the nine border crossings in existence in 2004 on the Polish
— Russian border, 7 are used by cars and people (3 road crossings,
1 railway crossing, 2 sea crossing and 1 air one) (Table 1).

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The road crossings are of central importance in the border traffic.
Among these, the Bezledy-Bagratyonovsk crossing has the biggest
capacity, which has been serving the international non-freight border
traffic since 1993. In 2002 almost a half of all the people crossing the
Polish — Russian border used this crossing (Turystyka w 2002, 2003).
Apart from non-freight traffic, Polish and Russian citizens are allowed
to use, without any limits, freight traffic here. In the case of the citizens
of different countries, lorries with the load of 8 tonnes per axel can use
this border crossing.

The border crossing in Bezledy has the best- developed infrastruc-
ture on the Polish side of the border. It is equipped with eight lanes,
parking space for cars being checked, radiometric gates, scales for
weighing loads and accommodation for border guards and shipping ser-
vice. At the beginning of 2004, it was expanded to include a new
building for veterinary and botanical inspection services. New lanes
were opened as well on the Russian side in Bagratyonovsk, in 2003.

The Gronowo-Mamonowo I crossing, which was developed in the
mid-1990s, acquired international status in April 1997. It has 7 lanes
(4 entering and 3 exiting) and roofs with a checkpoint channel. Currently,
it deals with around 1/3 of the total number of crossings between Poland
and Russia. Apart from non-freight traffic, freight traffic weighing up to
6 tonnes is possible for Polish and Russian citizens.

The most modern crossing, which is not in full use yet, on the
Russian side is in Gusev. It was developed by the Russians with support
of European Union funds, with the aim of building an access corridor
from the Kaliningrad Oblast to Belarus, which Poland did not agree to.
However, the Polish side, in Gotdap, also started work with the aim of
infrastructure development, including enlarging the buildings for cus-
toms officers, building lanes for freight checks and the town’s ring-road
for freight traffic. This is the only crossing at the Polish and Russian
border which except for cars, freight vehicles up to 7,5 tonnes of the
whole mass, can be crossed by cyclists (pedestrian traffic is not allowed
on any crossing).

Currently, the Gotdap-Gusev crossing has the smallest capacity
among the road crossings at the northern-eastern Polish border. How-
ever, its share in serving passenger traffic is increasing. Since having its
status increased to include international non-freight traffic in January
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2002, 18 % of the number of travellers crossing the Polish — Russian
border have checked through there.

Apart from the operating border crossings, there is a car-freight cross-
ing, Grzechotki-Mamonowo II being built at the moment. It is due to be
opened in 2005. Work to modernize the road infrastructure is being carried
out on both sides of the border. However, due to the lack of co-ordination,
there is a possibility that the opening date will be delayed. The Russians
were building a motorway that would connect Elblag with Kaliningrad
(called a «Berlin road») at the beginning of the 1990s. However, on the Pol-
ish side, in 2003 bridge reconstruction was finalised, and the repairing of the
road surface is planned in 2004 (E. Kulesza, A. Maciejewski, 2003). Cur-
rently, in Poland there is building work going on on infrastructure sites near
this crossing, yet there are certain delays on the Russian side.

There is only one border crossing between Poland and Kaliningrad
Oblast used as a passenger rail crossing — this is Braniewo-Mamonowo.
There is only one pair of trains on the Kaliningrad — Gdynia line with
wagons to Berlin. Rail traffic was launched there in May 1993. Currently,
only 1 % of the number of travellers crossing the Polish — Russian border
use this means of transport (E. Kulesza, A. Maciejewski, 2003).

Apart from the crossings mentioned above, one can cross the north-
ern-eastern Polish border by sea. There are two crossings of this kind,
to Elblag and Frombork. There are passenger and sports-sailing check-
points, and in Elblag there are also freight checkpoints (E. Kulesza,
2003). The crossing in Elblag now has little importance, but the cross-
ing in Frombork is used to serve the tourist hovercraft trips to Baltiysk
and Svetly. The total amount of passenger traffic isn’t constant, but is
approximately 60,000 people a year, of which only 4,000 are Russian.

The airport in Szymany near Szczytno, which has been in operation
since 1996, is almost unused by traffic between Kaliningrad Oblast and
Poland. Air connections take place from Warsaw to Kaliningrad by
Polish Airlines LOT.

Since the opening of traffic border crossings, the amount of traffic
between Poland and Kaliningrad Oblast has been fluctuating (Table 2).
There was a gradual increase of people crossing the border until 1997,
when there was a peak of over 5 mln people. The trend stopped in
1998 when a new act about foreigners was introduced in Poland, which
obliged the Kaliningrad Oblast citizens to possess tourist passes. It was
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accompanied by the economic crisis in Russia, which was followed by
an increase in the value of the American dollar in currency exchange
rates. The increase in the value of the dollar was bad both for Russians
purchasing goods in Poland and Polish exporters to the region (E. Ku-
lesza, A. Maciejewski, 2003). The border traffic then decreased by over
40 % compared to the previous year, the number of departures from
Poland fell by a half, and arrivals to Poland — by 36 %.

During the next two years, the number of border crossing travellers
rose again, then since 2001, when the excise duty on spirit products
decreased in Poland, the fall in number has been recorded again. The
decrease in spirit excise duty limited the benefit of trade travel.

In 2003, there was a significant fall in the number (by over 774,000
in comparison with 2002). This was as a result of the introduction by
the Russian government of a big rise in car insurance charges for cars
arriving into the enclave in September 2003. The number of Poles
crossing the border decreased then by around % in comparison with
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September 2002 (Table 3). The second factor that affected the fall in the
number of border crossings was the introduction of obligatory visas to
cross Poland’s eastern borders on September 1, 2003, which was con-
nected with the preparations Poland was making for its accession to the
European Union. As a result, the Russian side introduced the same law.

In the case of Polish citizens going to the Kaliningrad Oblast, as
well as the enclave’s inhabitants going to Poland, visas are free, yet
their acquisition requires handing in a passport at the consulate, and in
the case of multi-entrance visas — additionally, certificates of HIV
examinations are required (E. Kulesza, A. Maciejewski, 2003). Trav-
ellers who use travel agencies are charged with an additional admini-
stration fee of 50 Polish zloties. The extra fee is also collected if one
wants to obtain a visa quicker than through the usual procedures (the
equivalent of 100 USD to wait one day and 10 USD to wait four days).

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The introduction of compulsory visas reflected in the reduction of
border traffic in October 2003, either compared to September 2003 or
the relevant period in 2002 (Table 3). The number of Poles going to the
Kaliningrad Oblast fell by approximately 38 % in comparison with
October 2002, and foreigners arriving in Poland by over 44 %, which
was less than a year before. Nevertheless, in the following months, an
increase in departures from Poland to the Kaliningrad Oblast and in the
opposite direction was recorded. It can be assumed that the effect of the
introduction of compulsory visas would actually be less than it had
been predicted at the beginning.

Among the travellers crossing the Polish — Russian border in the
last decade of the 20" century and at the beginning of the 21° century,
Polish citizens have outnumbered other nationalities. They accounted
for between 51 and 62 % of the total people. Only in the years 2000 and
2001, the numbers of foreigners crossing the border were a little higher
than the number of Poles. In 2002, 90 % of foreigners coming from the
Kaliningrad Oblast to Poland through the biggest, this amounted to
more than 80 % of the total border traffic, border crossings (Bez-
ledy-Bagratyonovsk i Gronowo-Mamonowo), comprised of Russians
(Turystyka w 2002, 2003), Germans made up (5 %) and Lithuanians
(2,8 %), and the percentage of other nationalities’ citizens was very
small (2,2 %).

The border crossings at the Polish-Russian border have a local
character. Around 95 % of border crossings comprises of people living
within 100 km from the border (E. Kulesza, 2003), with 38 % of Poles
and 52 % of Russians living within 20 km from the border.

At the Polish-Russian border crossings, the main purpose of trav-
elling to the neighbouring country is in purchasing goods, part of which
(excise duty goods — cigarettes, alcohol, petrol) is smuggled. The fact
that over 90 % of travellers spend less than a day abroad indicates that
(E. Kulesza, 2003). A tremendous factor behind this state is caused by
the bad economic situation experienced by the cross-border inhabitants,
for whom the trade of the above-mentioned goods is often the only
source of income, due to the price differences between the countries.

According to Polish Border Guard data (Ruch graniczny ..., 2003),
over 70 % of Poles setting off to the Kaliningrad Oblast in 2002 de-
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clared «purchase of goods» as the main purpose of their trip (Figure 1).
Four out of five people from the total number purchased their goods
within 20 km of the border. In the last few years, a trend in the fall of
trade trips for the sake of pure tourist trips has been observed. A small
part still comprises of business trips, visits and other purposes.

Purchases are also the main purpose of foreigners’ trips from the
Kaliningrad Oblast to Poland (Figure 2). The share of foreigners’
coming on trade trips in comparison to other purposes for trips was
smaller than in the previous years than the percentage of Poles going
to the Russian enclave. According to the polish Central Statistical
Office data, foreigners more frequently than Poles declared tourist
purposes, connected with business and other. In the last years, the
number of the Russians coming to Poland to purchase goods has
been increasing (e.g. 44 % in 2000 and 72 % in 2002), at the same
time the share of people travelling for tourist purposes and on busi-
ness trips has been going down.

In contrast to Poles going to the Kaliningrad Oblast, only about
40 % of foreigners travel to Polish towns to purchase goods within
20 km from the border. The majority (47 %) travel to towns and cities
which are further in Poland (from 20 to 100 km).

The highest percentage of reasons declared by travellers for cross-
ing the border (non- freight border traffic between Poland and the Ka-
liningrad Oblast) is unofficial trade, which has been caused by the poor
economic situation. Although this generates criminal activity, such as
smuggling, it is, for many cross-border inhabitants suffering from a
high rate of unemployment, the main source of income. In the case of
the region, the exchange affects significantly the living standards of the
enclave’s inhabitants, which is better than in other parts of Russia (E.
Kulesza, 2003 quoting A. Chlopecki, G. Fedorov).

The trade character of the majority of trips in the analysed area
causes the changes in the amount of traffic to be closely connected with
any changes in the conditions of crossing the border (e.g. raising car
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insurance fees, citizens’ insurance) and in any changes in the country’s
legal regulations (e.g. the price of licence rates).

The barriers which hinder the development of different forms of
trans-border co-operation e.g. tourism, depend not only on the small
number of the border crossings, but also on difficulties in crossing
them, connected with the efficiency and willingness of border services
that are responsible for this.

The rise of new and the development of existing crossings at this
border are connected with the problem of a lack of co-ordination be-
tween the Russian and Polish governments which is best illustrated by
the case of the enlargement of the crossing in Gusiew by the Russians
and the enlargement of the premises in Bezledy by the Poles, or the
building of the Grzechotki-Mamonowo II crossing. Border crossings
have been affected negatively by the Russian government’s unwilling-
ness to create border crossings for pedestrians and cyclists, which could
be used by tourists.

The border crossings’ capacities are influenced not only by their
number and infrastructure, but also by the above-mentioned problems
with serving the border traffic. The uncoordinated activities of customs
officers, border guards, especially on the Russian side, the different
treatment of Poles and Russians at the border, unofficial fees for
shortening the length of waiting periods or forcing illegal fees by or-
ganized criminal groups are an important hindrance in the growth of
trans-border co-operation.
